ARCHITECTURAL FEATURES: The roof of the small front porch at the front gable is supported by three full height turned
wood columns. The front gabled mass appears to be the original house, everything else appears to have been added at a later
date. The windows have relatively broad flat wooden trim with a shaped piece at the head. There is a continuous frieze molding
at the eave and the eaves are relatively narrow. The one story additions have shed type roofs while the two story east wing is a
cross gable relative to the original roof.
