
ETHICAL GUIDELINES FOR HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION

This statement is intended to be a guideline to aid in the ethical conduct for all who participate in the development process of Historic Preservation Commissioners.  It presents a set of principles to be held in common by the Historic Preservation Commissioners.

A.
Planning Process Participants Should:

1.
Exercise fair, honest, and independent judgment in their roles as decision makers;

2.
Give full, clear and accurate information;

3.
Make public disclosure of all personal interest or conflicts of interest they may have regarding any decision to be made in the process in which they serve; 250 ft excluding the ROW
4.
Define and disclose personal interests broadly to include any actual or potential benefits or advantages they, or a spouse or family member, might directly or indirectly obtain from a decision;

5.
Consider whether to abstain completely from direct or indirect participation; 

6.
Abstain from participation as commission member if you have a personal interest, including but not limited to; if you are a board member of an organization, potential economic impact, owner of adjacent property (share property lines or extend the lot lines to the middle of street) 

                *Commissioners can recuse themselves and comment as residents. *

7.
Not use confidential information acquired in the course of their duties to further any personal interest.

8.
Make information available to the public;

9.
Be prepared;

10.
Respect the rights of others - this is not an adversarial process;

11.
Seek no gifts or favors, nor offer any, under circumstances in which it might reasonably be inferred that the gifts or favors were intended or expected to influence a participant’s objectivity as an advisor or decision maker in the planning process; and

12.
Not participate as an advisor or decision maker on any plan or project in which they have previously participated as an advocate.

13.
Commissioners shall not conduct site visits or discuss projects with applicants outside of the proper City channels once an application or review has been in front of the Commission.
