Background: 
The City is updating the 2013 Comprehensive Plan- Downtown Sub Area Plan, specifically the 
"Catalyst Sites" identified for potential redevelopment. The plan defines Catalyst Sites as Underutilized 
properties where redevelopment could have a catalytic impact on the surrounding area. The focus of 
the amendment is a Study Area located along the east and west riverfronts north of the Main Street 
bridge and south of the railroad bridge. Future development in this area will be influenced by the City 
Police Station moving to a new location and potential enhancement to the river and shoreline identified 
in the Fox River Corridor Master Plan.
