The City Manager or a designee is hereby authorized and 
directed to finalize the accounting necessary to close the books and records of the 
Redevelopment Project Area and remit any excess monies in the Special Tax Allocation Fund to 
the County of Kane for distribution to the affected taxing districts in accordance with 11-74.4-8 
of the Act upon final payouts of obligations. 
 
 Section 3. The City Clerk, or a designee, is hereby directed to timely file a certified 
copy of this Ordinance with the Clerk of Kane County and the City shall cause notice to be given 
to all affected taxing districts that the Redevelopment Project Area was terminated in 
conformance with this Ordinance. 
 
If any section, paragraph or provision of this Ordinance shall be held to be 
invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, 
paragraph or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.
