o Rita Tungare presented information on this motion. Both items, C2 and C3 on the

agenda are related to the proposed changes to the City code for donation boxes.
With no objection, | would like to cover both of these items together. Item C2
amends the zoning ordinance to include regulations for donation boxes. Donation
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boxes will be permitted in the community and regional business districts subject
to regulations pertaining to location, size, number and other similar criteria. A
permit will need to be obtained to install a donation box within St. Charles. Item
C3 amends title 15 of the City code that provides for permit fees. With response
from direction of the Planning and Development committee last week, we have
proposed a two-tier fee structure. One that applies for Profit organization of $50
base fee. Charitable and non-profit organizations with at 501 3c status will be
exempted from permit fees. Upon Council approval tonight, we intend to notify
property owners of the new regulations and the permitting process that will
follow. With that, Mr. Cabalaro from Use Again, has requested an opportunity to
provide information.

Mr. Carl Cabalaro, Use Again, 1555 West Hawthorne Lane, West Chicago,
Illinois. I am director of government affairs and in house council for Use Again.
We are textile collection firm and we operate these bins. Two brief comments.
One we support the regulation. We feel it moves the industry forward and allows
us to capture the other textile items that don’t go through the other means. Our
business works on convenience and items that are not generally donated for
resale. Second, we have many partnerships with municipal and local
governments, meaning schools, county recycling centers, townships, etc. If [
could request the expansion to include those. Last meeting. I didn’t make it clear
of the need to include schools and other government units. It would be nice if
they were included in the permitting or authorization process. Other than that, we
support the ordinance.

Alder. Payleitner asked if the request is to put boxes at schools?

Mr. Cabalaro, responded, yes, the way the ordinance is written, it is only on those
zoning districts and does not apply to schools. We would have to apply for an
individual variance to put at schools. Schools are unique, besides the fund raising
aspect that we can provide, there is an curriculum component that we help support
as well.

Mayor DeWitte said, | would have to assume that this would require approval
from school district.

Mr. Cabalaro, yes, it is more complicated than an individual property. In many
cases you have to go to the board.

Mayor DeWitte asked Ms, Tugnare if there were any problems incorporating that
language into the eventual ordinance.

Rita Tungare, | don’t see a problem but the Plan Commission did not incorporate
that language because they believe schools and other governmental entities
provide for those services within the building itself. So they did not see a need to
incorporate that language, but if the Council desires, we can do that. And we can
also make your approval contingent on Staff incorporating that language prior
execution of the ordinance.

Alder. Rogina asked, why Schaumburg does not allow donation boxes in their
town.

Mr. Cabalaro said that it is a balance between the overriding desire to add more
recycling and dealing with the regulatory aspects of just regulating. In this case
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the ordinances work in Naperville, Bolingbrook, and Carol Stream. They
(Schamumburg) simply, Staff, did not want to address the issue in that regard. It
was simpler to ban them. The only person that you really lock out is a company
like ours that is responsible. In many cases, they continue to place them with or
without permission and then you have to chase them.

e Alder. Rogina said that is my concern. The fact that we have opportunities for
citizens all over town to make donations, at your house. [ am torn on this.

e Mr, Cabalaro said, the EPA stats show that textiles amount to 5% of the entire
municipal waste stream. We collect back 15%. That’s 13 tons going to landfills,
we collect 2 million tons. | agree with you, there are multiple opportunities, but
why people don’t. the convenience of the bins, it works.

e Alder. Rogina asked about any complaints received by you is because certain
boxes look sloppy.

e Mr. Cabalaro said that we maintain a 24 hour guarantee response. You notify us
in 24 hours. The key point of this regulation is to make sure that they have
approval to be there so you have the relationship with the property owner/site
host. It works well.

o Alder. Stellato asked Ms. Tungare about the BC and BR Zoning districts, none of
those are in downtown correct?

e Ms. Tungare confirmed they are not in downtown.

o Alder. Lewis asked if any are on park property?

e Ms. Tungare responded that it depends on how you would like us to structure the
ordinance, we can be very specific, clearly stating that schools and governmental
entities only. So you can allow for these boxes on those properties only. We
won’t specify parks. if that is your desire. We can be very specific. It doesn’t
open it up to parks just because we say governmental entities.

e Alder. Krieger asked about Churches.

e Ms. Tungare, that is up to the Council. If you want to see churches included, we
can include that as well.

o Alder. Rogina asked I don’t see anything related to a fine or any kind of censure if
any particular box(es) are unkept.

e Ms. Tungare said that the standard provisions of title 15 would apply in terms of
penalties and tines. We would treat those as violations of the zoning ordinance if
there are boxes that are in an inappropriate condition or violates the zoning
ordinance.

¢ Alder. Rogina said that prior to this, we had no ordinance, so there was nothing in
place.

e Ms. Tungare, we had no regulations in place so we had no control on donation
boxes.

e Alder. Payleitner asked about zoning violations prior to this, we had no control
over?

e Ms. Tungare said no, the zoning ordinance did not stipulate any regulations
regarding this particular use.

e Mayor DeWitte asked if there are any thoughts of the school zone question.

In your eyes, did they
cover everything you wanted them to cover? Or was it kind of open?
Michael Mertes stated that the whole purpose was to determine what if any options or
opportunities were available for the mall. Taking into account all things, demographics.
other things that comparable malls or communities have done, Mr. Melaniphy, after his
presentation, put it into a report form to show examples of what could potentially be
done. I feel that, in my opinion, he answered the question.
Alder. Payleitner asked if we have access to that report yet.
Michael Mertes said the report will be completed by July 10.
Mayor DeWitte said I think that is key in this whole discussion. I think that Mr.
Melaniphy’s comments the other night were really was a broad brush look at what he
sees this property will need or require. [ am going to take the patient approach, and wait
for the rest of the report to come out. As you know there is no P&D meeting in July
which means we would have had to wait until August to see the report. He was kind
enough to give everyone a first look. I would advise patients until we see the rest of the
findings.
Alder. Rogina said that if that is the case and we are to receive something July 10 and
what we saw was a first look, then if we voted to accept this, are we voting to accept
something we haven’t seen. Is that correct?
Mayor DeWitte said that the goal is to try to combine the two process of trying to
ascertain what this report is going to come out with and starting to gauge public
sentiment in the process.
Alder. Rogina asked if that is the $8,400.
Michael Mertes said that would be the second phase, you could say, of this complete
product.
Mayor DeWitte said it was made pretty clear at P&D that we are on a track doing two
things at once trying to correlate the information.
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Motion by Bessner, seconded by Stellato to accept Ehlers, Inc. East Gateway Business
District Report of Eligibility and authorize Ehlers to Undertake Phase 2 of Contract
(Prepare Business District Plan) based on continued discussion regarding potential
district boundaries.

Chris Aiston said I am here to answer any questions based on the Ehlers report. Based on
the report or moving forward.
Alder. Payleitner said just clarity, compare business district plans, what does that mean?
[s it going to have benefits, purpose, possible projects, budgets, etc.
Mr. Aiston said it will establish goals and objectives, and give examples about what can
be done within the proposed district. It will establish a budget, they will talk about
process moving forward. They will have to, at some point, finalizes what the district will
include. What are the boundaries. They only thing they are required to do is a single
district has to be contiguous properties. If they can be contiguous, you can create one
district. There are examples across the state where they have done an eligibility study
and they focused on one property as opposed to this. What we have found is the district
in its entirety is a predominate level of conditions that meet the criteria established in
statute indicating you may designate that as a district once you completed the plan.
When we come back to you next, we will have the plan for you with a recommendation
to either establish a district, not establish a district, move through the process.
Alder. Rogina asked if the size of the district can’t hurt the ability to create the budget. I
suppose, if someone gave someone a hypothetical increase in the sales tax. It was built
into the budget whether it is a % a penny or 2 a penny. I suppose the size would then
impact how that money is possibly dispersed.
Mr. Aiston said definitely. The geography impacts potential general revenue. It is also
affects, what properties can materially benefit from the revenue stream. In other words,
eligible for monies associated with redevelopment. Presumably, there would be money
for general marketing for the district. Redevelopment incentives or specifying one
property over another with respect to, say, the private property owners building, parking
lot has access. That would be done on a case-by-case basis. At which time they would
approach the City seeking assistance. And that assistance would be funded by the subject
retail tax or whatever is there. To answer your question another way, hypothetical, there
was, in considering all the properties there, looking at their past revenue stream we would
be able to understand what kind of money can be generated in a given year based on a %
cent, 2 cent, % cent or full penny. That enabled the plan writer to figure out what projects
can be accomplished in a given year period.
Alder. Turner said that last week Alder. Carrignan brought this up at the end of the
meeting about the size of the district. After the study is completed, can we then decide if
we wanted broken into two or shrink it or just leave it alone. Is it up to us after the study
is done?
Mr. Aiston said he would prefer getting to that conversation before that. Only because it
will change the plan. [ would rather get it right the first time. So perhaps we can have
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another meeting. The area in general is eligible. If you want to focus in on one set of
properties over another, | think it would be time well spent on better educating the
consultant on how to draw up the plan. The smaller the area, the fewer opportunities you
have for projects and revenue.

Alder. Turner said going by what Alder. Carrignan said last week, he said that maybe the
district should be shrunk down and maybe some areas should not be in the district and
maybe we should discuss that. [ am not sure exactly where he was going, but he did
bring that up.

Mr. Aiston said I think the only limit we have got to consider presently is if we want to
use just one specific area and that area consists of three new buildings, that area may not
be eligible. The eligibility was based on the predominance of characteristics within the
proposed district. So if you want to designate one district that has those characteristics,
and you only need one of them, it happened that all six criteria were met. That would
make sense. So if want to take some properties out, depending on where they are in the
district while maintaining continuity, then I think we are ok. Under utilization and
vacancy are used as criteria that can be used in designated districts. You can say, for
instance is in pretty good shape, but it is designated because of its under utilization. If
you just want to focus on one area you can do that. I would like to do an eligibility study
before we get into the full plan so we don’t waste time.

Alder. Lewis asked if this is forever or does it have an end to it?

Mr. Aiston responded that the maximum life span is 23 years but you can expire it earlier.
You can create an ordinance to rescind the district.

Alder. Rogina asked if we approve the motion as it is, can [ assume that he is authorizing
a financial plan for the district as it was shown to us. Ifin fact we want to slice and dice
it then we should table this. What should we do?

Mr. Aiston said you can do that. You can authorize the plan to be written the way the
district 1s also and wait to modify the plan because you only want to create such and such
district that is possible as well.

Alder. Rogina said you said define the district first.

Mr. Aiston said I think that is a wise move because you don’t have to adopt the plan that
has been written right off. I can come back with more information as to what “if given A™
and give you sense what would be eligible.

Alder. Krieger said that Alder. Carrignan mentioned that he wanted Tin Cup Pass east, he
wanted to take out the initial section. I would like to have his input so maybe we can
wait until he returns to make the final decision and look at the options for shrinking it
maybe from Hunt Club east including Baker’s Square.

Mayor DeWitte said that he heard some conversation about taking it all the way to
Dunham Road. All valid points, [ am going to support Chris from the standpoint that the
district as it is currently proposed extends from 6 Avenue to Oak Avenue. That it the
entirely of what the district could be. You can always shrink it. I am just suggesting that
we have the entire area at the initial study we can always choose to shrink it.

Mr. Aiston said you don’t have to definitively designate the district until such time you
go to the public hearing to establish the district. Preparing the plan and the budget is
preliminary to that step. It will be affected. That plan will have to be modified if you
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] I

decide to shrink it thereafter. Maybe that is the right way to go. [ can go either way as
long as we get to the point we know we want to designate before the public hearing
process we stay within the law.
Alder. Krieger said that would steer the figures for the plan. If we include the whole
thing, and then decide we want to go to Tyler Road or Dunham. 1 don’t know.
Mayor DeWitte said that is my point. I think we need to what’s available in establishing
this district then we can determine if it is too big.
Mr. Aiston said it is not going to be difficult to understand what the revenue stream is
today by eliminating some parcels because businesses have their own tax number. We
could tell very quickly what would eliminating some business in the district how that
would affect the revenue stream. We would like to see some growth in the district.
Alder. Stellato said he doesn’t think much is going to happen in the next couple of weeks.
My thought is to approve this contingent upon a workshop or committee. We can’t do it
next week, the agenda is filling up. We approve this contingent upon the discussions at
the workshop in July. Let’s talk sooner rather than later for the plan.
Alder. Martin asked if we have talked to any of the people affected by this. Have they
met and decided it is a great idea.
Mr. Aiston said we have had some communication with about half a dozen property
owners. We have also had some communication with some of the brokers who represent
these properties. We have drafted a flyer for every property owner who is affected for
when we can take the next step. There will be a public hearing, required by law.
Alder. Martin asked if the public hearing comes before or after spending the money.
Mr. Aiston said the public hearing happens after the plan has been created.
Motion by Martin, seconded by Krieger to approve Land Purchase and Sale Agreement
between City of St. Charles and Tyler/Production, LLC (1-Acre Property for Stormwater
Management).

5. City Administrator’s Office
a. Recommend approval of the funding request from the Downtown
St. Charles Partnership in the amount of $275,000.

Brian Townsend: Tonight is the funding presentation and they are requesting funding in
the amount $275K for the fiscal year. Two of those payments in the amount of $40K
have already been authorized through the extension that this Council approved about a
month ago, the remaining balance will be approximately $235K. The authorization that
the Council will be asked to engaged in is really three parts: 1) approval of the funding
amount, 2) service agreement that specifies what services the Partnership would provide
in exchange for the funding, and 3) this component is new this year, a license agreement
by the Partnership to occupy office space here at City Hall. That is something that is
planned to take place at the end of July. There is a space here in the building that the
City does not utilize because it is not handicap accessible, so it’s not really suitable for
city offices, but the Partnership has expressed an interest in that and we are in the process
right now of drafting a license agreement.

Lynn Schwartz, 213 Walnut Street: T would like to thank you for the opportunity to
present to you information about the Downtown St. Charles Partnership in consideration
for our funding for FY 2012 and start out with some of our recent accomplishments

I'am happy to report that the Downtown St. Charles Partnership’s Website Redesign is
complete and has been launched. Development of this site will continue, as we seek ways
to best use this tool to communicate with downtown visitors, business and property
owners, and investors. One feature of the website is a link to the Downtown St. Charles
Partnership Facebook page, which was launched in January of this year. There is also a
link to our YouTube Channel, featuring our new video highlighting Downtown

St. Charles as a destination for shopping, dining, recreation and entertainment

In 2011, we modified our business education format and call it the Downtown St. Charles
Business Exchange and this creates educational opportunities as well as opportunities for
businesses to connect and share best practices. At our most recent Business Exchange we
introduced the Downtown St. Charles Partnership’s new Investor Benefit structure. This
defines the support and services that the DSCP provides for our downtown stakeholders,
as well as how we recognize those businesses and individuals that support our mission.

The Bike Map was updated and replenished at four points along the bicycle path
downtown. We are looking forward to the first historical marker being installed this
summer in front of the Municipal Building. The DSCP has done several walkabouts in
collaboration with the Public Works Department which have been very successful. With
each Walk About, the list of needed repairs gets smaller, thanks to the excellent follow-
through of Public Works.

In terms of our events, Holiday Homecoming saw some changes in 2011 with the move
of Lighting of the Lights to the 1™ Street Plaza.
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e Lighting of the Lights — This change was made to create opportunities for the
nearby businesses. Estimated attendance was over 1,000 people.

e Free Horse-Drawn Sleigh Rides

e Visits at Santa House

e Free Holiday Movies at the Arcada Theatre

o Electric Christmas Parade

The 14" Annual St. Charles Fine Art Show took place downtown on Memorial Day
weekend. A new component to the show this year was the Historic Trolley Tours. These
free guided tours provided a history of downtown St. Charles. Riders were able to get off
and on the trolley at any of five stops along the route in order to further explore
downtown. This was a huge hit among attendees. In case you missed the show, we
invite you to take a look at some of the highlights for yourself. (Show video).

Last week, we welcomed Cinda Baxter, founder of The 3/50 Project, to the Arcada
Theatre. This educational program was a joint effort between the Downtown St. Charles
Partnership, the City of St. Charles, the St. Charles Chamber of Commerce and Greater
St. Charles Convention & Visitors Bureau. It provided practical solutions for businesses
on how we can educate consumers on how important the message of supporting local,
independently owned businesses as a way to strengthen the local economy.

[ am pleased to announce that the Downtown St. Charles Partnership has named Scott
Piner as our new Marketing and Development Manager, effective June 25. With Scott on
board, the DSCP will be fully staffed and in a position to further develop and roll out
additional initiatives.

As the world around us changes and the needs of our constituents shift, we must
reevaluate and refocus our efforts so that we can ensure we make the best use of our
resources and the most impact for our stakeholders. We have evaluated the needs of our
downtown business and property owners. We are continuing to work with the City to
assess where we can support and complement each other’s efforts. We will continue to
work with our committees to focus our programs and services to best address the above
needs. We propose that, for the remainder of 2012 and beyond, our work will fall into
four main areas of focus.

Marketing and Promotions

The DSCP will work in conjunction with the city’s Economic Development department
to create an advertising campaign aimed at marketing downtown St. Charles as a
destination for shopping, dining, entertainment and recreation. Our marketing and
advertising will continue to target the western suburbs, but we will use data from
downtown business owners and the City to assess which markets will best expand our
reach. We will work with the City, Chamber and CVB to develop a promotion strategy
which encourages residents to support local business, based on knowledge and strategies
learned during the presentation by Cinda Baxter.
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Business Development

The DSCP will support the City’s Economic Development department in providing
resources to aid in the development of new and existing businesses in downtown

St. Charles. 1, along with my staff, will conduct regular visits with downtown businesses
as a way to create a network of support for owners. We can better identify any training
or support needs that exist. We will assemble a Mentoring Team for downtown business
and property owners, drawing on current committee members and volunteers with
specific areas of expertise. As needs are identified, referrals can be made to an
appropriate mentor to assist in areas such as: Finance, Merchandising, Marketing, Social
Media, and Cross-Promotions. We will support the Storefront Development Program,
providing resources for storefront improvements and window signs for vacant storefronts.

Business Education

The DSCP will provide relevant education to downtown business owners through a
variety of vehicles, such as: publications targeted to independently owned businesses;
seminars and training workshops; and ideas on how to leverage foot traffic created by
events to provide maximum exposure for their business. We will provide small group
and/or individual training to educate and support businesses in the areas like: Social
Media, writing Press Releases, Branding, creating print pieces for advertising, and other
areas identified through our site visits.

Downtown Events

The Downtown St. Charles Partnership will be the first point of communication in
regards to all events occurring within the downtown district. We will institute a process
whereby new events are put through a screening process to determine the merits of
having the event downtown, as well as weighing both positive economic impact and
potential business and community disruptions. Based on the above consideration, the
DSCP will make recommendations to City Council about the merits of supporting the
proposed events. Our organization will continue to orchestrate the annual Fine Art Show,
Art Around the Corner, and Holiday Homecoming. In 2012, we will add a Jazz Weekend
to our list of existing events, and will continue to look for opportunities to expand our
events that support our businesses as well as appeal to varied audiences. We will support
our business community during events to create minimal disruption to normal business,
as well as maximize opportunities created by the additional foot traffic during the event.
The DSCP will continue to coordinate music on the First Street Plaza, ensuring there is
not a conflict with other events or activities, such as performances at the Steel Beam
Theatre.

At this time, [ will ask Chris Woelffer, our Treasurer, to present our budget.

Chris Woelffer, 2001 King Edward Avenue, St. Charles: When this budget was
developed, it was developed with the sole mind of supporting the four areas that Lynn
just outlined: Marketing Promotions, Business Development, Business Education, and
Events. The request today is for the SSA to supply $275K and as Brian has mentioned
$40K has already been distributed and previously approved. The total budget is $390K,
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so the additional funds will be coming from membership and from the success from the
different events that the Partnership plans. In going through the budget, as treasurer, I do
support this budget and, in review, it supports the four main areas.

Ald. Stellato: 1 would like to say that Ald, Martin, Carrignan, and myself have had the
pleasure over the last six months working together; it has been a very nice group to work
with. This group has been very approachable and easy to work with; so if anybody here
on the Council has any questions at all, I am sure they will not mind meeting with you
individually and talking with you and explaining their mission. One of the goals from the
very first time we met was for them to identify the four areas to help us with our elevator
speeches when people throughout the community ask us what the partnership does and
why this amount of money goes to them. I personally feel very comfortable with that
today and at some point if any of you want to be more comfortable, once again feel free
to contact them and they will help you with that. Once again I fully support what they
have done and how far we have come and thank everyone on the board and the staff for
their help.

Motion by Ald. Stellato second by Monken to recommend approval of the funding
request from the Downtown St. Charles Partnership in the amount of $275,000.

Chrmn. Martin: When we first convene the meeting that the committee had with the
partnership. I was a little concern about the future of the Partnership, I've been a member
of it since the very beginning. have watched it grow, and watched it run through some
challenges. We were at a particularly challenging point several months ago when this
reorganization started and having participated in it and watched the dynamics of this
organization change from a gloomy outlook — I see a great future in the partnership and
am glad that we finally arrived at something that will sustain us for the future.
Congratulations!

Ald. Lewis: Is the $275K the entire amount that is collected from the SSA.

Brian: Yes, we will draft the service agreement in such a way that they will get no more
than 100% of the SSA funds and we estimated at this point that would be $275K.

b. Update regarding St. Charles Sustainability Initiative — Information
Only

Brian Townsend: ['m here to give members of the committee an update where we are
wrt this program. This started back in March of 2010 when the City was undergoing
some challenging financial times. I am pleased to report that after about two years of
work on this that we are on firm financial ground. A good part of that foundation is
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because of this program. Because of the ideas that resulted from this initiative and the
dedicated implementation of those ideas from department directors and staff that work for
them.

To refresh everyone’s memory regarding the purpose of this, it was really to go out there
and engage all city stakeholders, employees, residents, business owners, and nonprofit
groups in an effort to identify ideas that would help us to balance the budget. We were
expecting some very significant deficits at the time. We were really looking for ideas in
these four main categories: increased deficiencies, under-utilize resources, services that
we could discontinue, or new revenues we could implement to help balance our budget.

What were the results of that? We received over 130 ideas/suggestions that were
submitted by a very diverse group. Those ideas were evaluated by city departments and
then we had a city-wide team of employees that I formed for the purposes of reviewing
departmental evaluations and providing additional feedback. Then we presented some
recommendations to the City Council and we divided the ideas into five categories:
Capital Projects, City Services and Programs, Employee Compensation and Benefits,
Support for External Agencies and Groups, and Taxes and Fees.

Where are we today? There were 54 ideas that were selected for implementation and
those were endorsed by the City Council by presentations in February and April of 2011.
Thirty-four of those ideas have been implemented or in the process of being implemented
at this point. There are 13 that are still under considerations, things that maybe we
haven’t seen any results from yet, but plan to implement either later this year or next
year. There were seven ideas, which after further discussion, have been eliminated for
further consideration.

There is no question in my mind that our implementation to date demonstrates a
tremendous success; not only for me and the staff, but for the City as a whole. The
financial benefit of the ideas that have been implemented are in excess of $3M and I'll
quantify some of those in a moment; and we expect the future financial benefit to grow as
implementation continues into future fiscal years.

The top four ideas. and when I talk about a $3M benefit, you’ll see these represent about
$2.8M of that amount. The Voluntary Separation Incentive Program that we offered to
city employees allowed us to shrink our workforce through attrition. The estimated
benefit of that is about $900K. We’ve made changes to our employee health insurance
program that has generated about $400K in savings over what we originally projected.
We did reduce the front-line engine company in the Fire Department. That was primarily
done in response with the agreement of the Fire Protection District and the revenue we
lost from that contract, and we also reduced the vehicle fleet and the savings that were
generated there either through the sale of the vehicle, reduce maintenance cost, and also
reduction of expenses related to future replacement. These four ideas really make up the
lion share of what we’ve saved.
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In the Capital Projects we have three ideas with the biggest one being the Fleet. In
terms of City Services and Programs, the big one here is the reduction of the front-line
engine company in the Fire Department at about three quarters of a million dollars.
We've also changed our City Newsletter to electronic form and that was the biggest
surprise. I thought we would get a lot more outery from the community of the
discontinuation of the printed newsletter, but the community seems to have really taken
to that and getting the monthly updates by email has really been an effective means of
communication — not just with residents but businesses can sign up, there may be people
who lived or worked in St. Charles for many years who want to stay in touch with what is
going on — they can get that information as well.

Employee Compensation & Benefits — the Voluntary Separation Incentive Program
went well. That was a program where employees could get severance, health insurance,
or combination of both in order to resign their positions and move on. We had 17
employees who took advantage of that program and through attrition were able to
eliminate those positions, change them to part time, hire full time employees at lower
salaries; so that generated quite a bit of financial benefit. We are charging employees
more for health insurance. We implemented an Unpaid Time Off Program so employees
can take time off with the approval of their department director. We also reduce the
scope of our supervisory training program that we do with Elgin and Batavia and that was
done in conjunction with them to try and scale back the program rather than eliminate it
which was originally suggested. We eliminated our Tuition Reimbursement Program and
we also had a “Way To Be™ Program which was an employee recognition program. We
still have that but we eliminated the monetary awards and that saved us $10K.

In terms of External Agencies and Groups we have suspended the Corridor
Improvement Grant Program and reduced city memberships in regional/national
assoclations. We haven’t reduce the number of parades held downtown but have
implemented cost savings measures for those parades, primarily moving some of the
parades off of Main Street onto Illinois which allows us to reduce the amount of police
and PW support that is needed for those.

Taxes and Fees — everything on this chart was implemented but can’t say there were
huge dollars generated but in some cases they were not put in place to necessary generate
revenue — they were put in place to change behavior and that has been effective for
Numbers 1 and 4 on this slide.

Ideas that are still being pursued (refer to two slides) — the biggest potential opportunity
here is the funds from the Red Gate Bridge tax levy. As you know Mark Koenen and his
staff have done a very admirable job of seeking grants and funding from outside entities
and that has resulted in city taxpayers not having to fund a very significant portion of that
cost. So we’ll have some proceeds available trom that tax to dedicate to other projects or
services which we’ll talk about in the months ahead. Other things on the list are related to
personnel costs, looking at the city’s compensation, philosophy, and our policy works.
We'll talk more about that in the next couple of months. We also like to be able to use

more civilian employees rather than sworn where it’s feasible to do so and both of the
chiefs look at that as vacancies come up in their departments.

It terms of items that are no longer being pursued — pursuant direction from the Council,
we are not looking at selling any surplus property at this point. There were several sites
that were originally identified but staff has discontinued their pursuit of that. We looked
at offering a credit for employees to opt out of participating in city health insurance
coverage but there wasn’t any financial benetit in doing so. The franchise fee on water
and sewer services is no longer being pursued. One of the suggestions were to implement
a fee for cost related to motor vehicle collisions on terms of police and fire services and
also the permit fee for commercial fire alarms is not being pursued as well.

In summary, this was a very collaborate and open approach for many months of going
through this process and gathering the ideas. The people we talked with let us know how
they felt about city services and programs. We also heard they appreciated the fact that
we kept them updated on the process as things moved along. After this presentation is
concluded, we will be reaching out to those folks again to let them know where we are in
this process. Our implementation has demonstrated success. There is no question that
we would not be where we are today wrt the City budget without this program. The $3M
that we generated has certainly contributed to the balance budget in the very strong
footing that we are on in terms of the General Fund; and to reiterate as we move forward
with implementation of additional ideas, we expect that amount to continue to grow and
Jjust one example of that is through the VSIP. As those positions continue to stay vacant
we will continue to generate savings from that in future fiscal years.

Ald. Bessner: You mentioned $3M to date. Looking forward to the next few years is
that an amount that is still out there? Where are we at percentage wise? Are we apt to
lose those larger amounts or are those types of amounts still available?

Brian: There are some one-time costs in that $3M amount, but there are a very
significant amount of savings wrt the VSIP that we'll continue to realize going forward.
The same said with the elimination of that front line engine company. That is money
we'll continue to save as opposed to what we projected to have to cost us going forward.
The same can be said for the vehicles that have been eliminated from the fleet. We no
longer have the cost to replace those and we won't going forward. Even some of the
smaller revenue items. some of the things we’ve implemented like the disconnection
notice fee, the booking fee, those things are going to continue to generate revenue going
forward and hopefully grow as time moves on. It's hard to say at this point what the
exact savings are between one-time costs or one-time savings and ongoing, but [ have no
doubt we’ll continue to see financial benefits as this program moves forward.

Ald. Monken: Just want to say congratulations for a job well done in taking that whole
approach with the statf and community. It really shows a community team effort.

Downtown Partnership Historic Sign Installation — Information only

Richard Gallas presented. Tonight | am here to present an idea that came from the
Downtown Partnership. They came in to discuss installing some historic signs that would
mark specific areas around downtown. Tonight's presentation is specific to one that
would celebrate our heritage with the Municipal Center.

1t should be noted that the Downtown Partnership sought out and received a grant for
approximately $5,000 to put toward these historic signs. In your packet you will find the
location on a GIS map that has the proposed location of the historic marker (Municipal
Center Checkerboard Parking Lot), which is to go outside in a planter that city staff
would install. The sample of what the sign would look like is in your packet this
evening.

I'm here to get feedback tonight on the content of that sign: we would be happy to
implement any changes that you see fit. ['m also here to give special thanks to Diana
Brown, Tom Anderson, John Hughes, Lynne Schwartz and absent this evening is Steve
Smunt, but he did an outstanding job on bringing this together as well.

Chairman Stellato: I've already spoken to the group. There is just one line in there that
begins with “In 1940 the Municipal Building was completed. it’s construction funded
by"....and instead of “local philanthropic donations™, I asked that somehow the Norris
Baker Estate be recognized for their work as part of that.

Mr. Gallas: We can anticipate this being installed sometime early summer,

Recommendation to approve contractual services for street sweeping services to K.
Hoving Company
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Peter Suhr presented. As a matter of public policy, the Public Works Department
provides street sweeping services to the community which removes grit and contaminants
from the roadway. This service prevents that material from entering the watershed and
ultimately the river and helps keep our streets safe for vehicular traffic. Currently, street
sweeping services are provided by the public works staff and by staff equipment. In an
ongoing effort to evaluate the cost effectiveness of services, city staff solicited vendors to
assist with our street sweeping program. A Request for Proposal for these services was
issued to six separate contractors. The results were favorable enough to consider
extending a portion of that program to an outside vendor this year.

Beginning in June, staff is recommending that a vendor street sweep the east side of our
city while public works remains sweeping the west side and also the Downtown area.
After one year we will evaluate the program and recommend any increase or decrease to
that service for the second year.

K. Hoving Companies is the most cost competitive and most qualified contractor
according to the RFP. K. Hoving has the proper equipment to fulfill the agreement and
meets all the specifications of the RFP. Located in nearby West Chicago, they have
provided quality service for many surrounding communities, including Hoffman Estates,
Roselle and Glenview.

Staff requests to waive bids and recommends approval of a contract to K. Hoving
Companies based on their proposals attached in your packet.

Aldr. Carrignan: How are you going to measure their capabilities?

Mr. Suhr: We will measure their capabilities based off the east side to west side — we’ll
look at how the streets are cleaned, how their customer service is. We have the ability to
test them on an emergency call out or a special event on a Saturday to see how their
services relate to ours.

Aldr. Carrignan: As long as we have some criteria so we know what we are measuring,
I'm fine with it.

Aldr. Rogina: Assuming we are dividing the city in half, is the cost on the east side a
reduction from last year when the city did it. in it’s entirety?

Mr. Suhr: It is a reduction from when the city did it last year. If you are compared
apples to apples, it is a reduction in cost.

Aldr. Krieger: Could there be assigned street sweeping on Wednesday, Thursday or
Friday on the east side, because the garbage pickup is Monday and Tuesday.
Traditionally they go through on Monday and the garbage truck comes through on
Tuesday. then all the garbage is on the street and it’s there for a month.
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4.d.

Mr. Suhr: That does make sense and we certainly have the ability to work with the
contractor to pick those days. We ve already started thinking about that. K. Hoving has
a really good relationship with Kramer Tree Services who provides our brush and leaf
collection and they've already started to work with that company to actually follow
Kramer as they do a brush or leaf pickup, so you are going to get that same result for
those two services as well.

No further discussion.

Recommendation to award sidewalk maintenance contract to Raise Rite

Peter Suhr presented. Over the past ten years, the city has been utilizing a company
named Raise Rite to help maintain our city sidewalks. Raise Rite is a specialty contractor
who levels the concrete sidewalks by lifting the concrete slab, therefore mitigating any
tripping hazards.

This year we estimate the lifting services provided by Raise Rite will be approximately
$35,000 which is a budgeted amount.

Staff recommends approval of the proposal from Raise Rite in an amount of $2.55 per
square foot as per their attached proposal letter.

Aldr. Rogina: How does that compare to last year’s price?

Mr. Suhr: It's a slight increase. It’s a 1% increase, but they held their price for 2 or 3
years prior.

No further discussion.

Recommendation to award sidewalk maintenance contract to Safe Step

Peter Suhr presented. This item is very similar and is another option we use for
maintaining our sidewalks by grinding the top of the surface and we utilize a company
called Safe Step to do that. They have been working with the city for the past four years.
This year we estimate that grinding service provided by Safe Step will be about $35,000
as well, and that is also a budgeted item.
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Staff recommends approval of the proposal from Safe Step in an amount of $23.00 per
inch/foot.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Turner. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Discussion of Ash Trees affected with EAB on private property — Information only

Peter Suhr presented. At the April Government Services Meeting, it was suggested that
staff initiate discussion regarding private ash trees affected by the Emerald Ash Borer.

To start the conversation, we thought it would be relevant to explain what the current
EAB Policies and practices are as it relates to private ash trees.

The City of St. Charles Public Works Department does not have any inventory of private
ash trees and therefore cannot confirm the count, condition or size of the ash population
within our community. Currently the city does not own or engage in the maintenance or
removal of private ash trees or any other type of tree for that matter. But that does not
suggest that we are completely removed from the sometimes challenging private trees.
Occasionally staff is asked, usually by the homeowner of the private tree to inspect the
tree and provide counsel about its removal or care. We have always welcomed that
practice and are glad to assist where we can.

To date, at Jeast in our recent history and as far as our records show, the Public Works
Department has not removed any private ash trees and also has not sent out any violation
notices to a resident. The city does, however, have some pretty clear language in the City
Ordinance pertaining to private ash trees, in particular, Section 12.2.070 in the Chapter
“Trees and Shrubs™. The definition of a public nuisance is any tree, shrub or plant
located on private property which affects or may affect city owned property or right-ot-
way. It goes on to say “which by reason of location or condition constitutes an imminent
danger of the health, safety or welfare of the general public.

Emerald Ash Borer, along with Dutch Elm Disease and Oak Wilt are specifically named
in the Ordinance as a public nuisance. So by definition, if an ash tree is confirmed with
Emerald Ash Borer, it is considered a public nuisance in our Ordinance. The Ordinance
goes on to say that the city has the authority to enter on to private property to confirm a
public nuisance if the tree or shrub is reasonably suspected to have a disease. [fa private
tree 1s deemed a nuisance, the Public Works Department shall provide written notice to
the property owner and the owner, at their cost, shall prune, remove or otherwise treat
that tree in whatever fashion is required to cause abatement of the nuisance.

The homeowner has 30 days, or in the case of EAB, until the next flight season which is
May | to remove that nuisance tree. The Public Works Department is also empowered to
cause immediate abatement of a tree if it is an immediate threat to any person or property.
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Statf feels the Ordinance is well written and contains the correct language for appropriate
private response to private ash trees affected with EAB. Staff recommends continuing to
follow the current Ordinance as stated and would certainly entertain any questions or
discussion regarding the matter.

Aldr. Rogina: Is there any administrative review afforded a homeowner if the city goes
in and says the ash tree is a public nuisance. Is there any administrative review in place
to get some kind of hearing?

Mr, Suhr: We currently do not have that in place, we certainly could react fairly quick;
the truth of the matter is we haven't had too many of those calls. If that came in a slow

rate. I think we could handle it. If the requests came in quicker. I don’t think we’ve got

the administrative time set up to do so right now.

Aldr. Rogina: [ ask that question because I did get a call from a constituent on an ash
tree and 1t was a dispute between two private property owners and the one said he
couldn’t afford to have it taken down. So I'm curious as to how that process might play
itself out.

Mr. Suhr: Again, it’s been very few and far between when we get those requests, so we
haven't had the chance to experience that volume of calls.

Mr. Koenen: The only thing I would offer and it has to do with trees in general. But
what I"'ve seen happen is that from time to time when a resident asked for the city
arborists determination on a tree, they would go before the Tree Commission which is the
public body and get recommendations that would come back to the Government Services
Committee if it can’t be resolved at that point.

Aldr. Carrignan: To Ray’s point, some of the ash trees are big and are quite expensive
to take down and I think we need to find a way to work with the resident to make sure it’s
done in a timely manner but doesn’t break them.

Aldr. Payleitner: Is the nuisance in that it will spread the disease or is the nuisance in
that if' it falls? [ had a neighbor whose tree, if it fell, would hit nobody’s house, nobody's
yard, nobody’s other tree and he said the city still make him take it down.

Mr. Suhr: The nuisance was originally written because of the spread. The secondary is
certainly the safety aspect.

Aldr. Monken: If'a tree is on private property. but it’s affecting city utility lines, is it the
responsibility of the homeowner to take it down?

Mr. Suhr: It is generally the responsibility of the homeowner, but we do have a program
and cut it down at the property line.
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Aldr. Martin: I can see some red flags coming up on this because as soon as someone
goes on and declares that a nuisance and 1'm going to get a call about the cost to take
down a private tree. It’'s going to happen within a few days of the Ordinance passing.

Mr. Suhr: This isn’t a new Ordinance. This has been in place. I'm just here to explain
what the current Ordinance and certainly open it to change if this Committee wishes.

Chairman Stellato: One of the next items we are dealing with is Skyline Tree Service
for tree removal. Is there a way we can work with that group to say that during the time
they are on site doing public trees, if you do your private tree at that time you get some
kind of break and bid it out that way so the contractors know about it. Now that's a
liability issue, City Legal Counsel has to go through that, but I'm just thinking if there’s a
way we can offer it to someone and give them a break working on a volume discount.

Mr. Suhr: That is something that we did investigate about a year ago. We were trying
to get a program in place to get our vendors to establish a cost. Truthfully it was difficult
to get our vendors to buy into a program like that. due to the volume. They didn’t know
what they were bidding it and it was difficult for them to nail down one single price. We
certainly can open the conversation up with Skyline because they are our preferred
vendor for this year and maybe we can work out some sort of scale.

Aldr. Carrignan: [ actually tried doing that. They were in my neighborhood, but they
are scheduled out for that day. From a scheduling standpoint, it seemed very challenging
for them to adapt and I can understand that.

Mr. Suhr: It's easier for them to bid a known quantity, especially along the parkway
where they have access to the street. Private trees are in backyards; fences, dogs, hills are
all things they have to take into consideration one tree at a time.

Mr. Koenen: We sometimes get requests from people who want to replace a sidewalk
while the city is out there replacing city sidewalk. Our classic response is that they are
welcome to talk to our vendor; while he is in the area it may be economical to do it at the
same time. This is sort of the same situation. If their schedule isn’t tight, they may be
willing to help you out.

Chairman Stellato: | was trying to find a solution to Aldr. Martin’s comment, but that
sounds like it might be tough to do.

Mr. Suhr: We have a list of six vendors that we solicited bids to, We certainly can offer
a list of some sort so they can do their own research and at least provide the data to a
customer.

Aldr. Rogina: [s a suggestion that if somebody really had a legitimate debate as to
whether or not it was a nuisance or not, you are suggesting that any of us up here should
say to the constituent that they have the right to take the matter to the tree commission.
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4.f.

Chairman Stellato: So this is really more discussion; information only. Unless there
are any changes anyone offers?

Aldr. Carrignan: I don’t see the need for change right now.
No further discussion.

Recommendation to award contract for Ash Tree removal services to Skyline Tree
Service

Peter Suhr presented. City staft solicited vendors to assist with tree trimming, removal
and stump removal services. A Request for Proposal was issued for those services and
Skyline Tree Service provided the most cost effective proposal and was the most
qualified vendor. In April, this Committee approved Skyline as the city's preferred
vendor for Urban Forestry services. After receiving direction from this committee
regarding the EAB strategy including the approval of the almost $2.5 million bond for the
EAB removal and replacements, staff has negotiated a lump sum agreement with Skyline
for the first phase of this EAB removal project. The lump sum price was negotiated
based on the competitive cost provided in the RFP. The first phase of the EAB removal
will include 1,000 of the worst confirmed this year. [ would like to display the following
chart to illustrate the types of trees we will be removing during this first process. The
trees we will be removing are all confirmed with EAB and are in a condition that cannot
be saved.

Considering Skylines proposal is within the approved budget, Staff requests waiving the
bids and recommend approval of an award of contract to Skyline Tree Services.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Rogina. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Presentation to provide update on IL Route 64 Projects — Information only
James Bernahl presented. This is an update for the IL Rt. 64 projects.

In regard to IL Rt. 64 and Oak Street, we have received word the contractor will be
starting on May 30. They will start working on storm sewer utilities and roadway
widening. There were some slight delays previously with AT&T so our completion date
has been pushed back, we are looking at the early part of August instead of July.

One critical note is that we did an in-house redesign and 1 would like to give recognition
to the Electric Division on that. Many people have noted the green switch gear box at the
southwest corner of IL Rt. 64 and Oak; we redesigned it so that can be removed, and will
not be replaced, so that is a good aesthetic enhancement.
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Aldr. Carrignan: Inregard to IL Rt. 64 and Oak. wasn’t there a traffic signal involved
at some point? Is that part of this package?

Mr. Bernahl: Yes.

In regard to IL Rt. 64 from 7" to IL Rt. 59, the contractor is just cast of 7" Avenue and
focusing on the water main installation. There are now three crews working on this site
in order to speed this up a bit. Traffic has been pushed to the south side and that will stay
in effect for at least a month. Orniginally, near the intersection of Dunham and 1L Rt. 64,
there is a new section of city water main. Because there are so many utilities at this
corner, they are looking to expedite and move that up on the schedule which is good for
us which means our watermain should be completed before the end of the year. As I get
more information on the schedule, I will let you know.

There is a detour near Smith Road; to date we have not had any major complaints.
Aldr. Payleitner: Except you get right up to it before you realize it’s closed.
Mr. Bernahl: At Smith Road, or at Powis?

Aldr. Payleitner: If you are coming from West Chicago and coming up Powis Road,
you are there before you realize the road is closed, so they need to put a sign back where
you can still turn around.

Mr. Bernahl: That is actually on the sign plan for the detour, but I will talk to IDOT at
the weekly meeting.

Aldr. Payleitner: There was not, and there was about 20 cars who had to do a U-turn.

Mr. Bernahl: You will notice we have moved forward with the recommendations that
Council has given to the police in order to eliminate certain turn movements between 7"
and 13" Avenue which seems to be working well, there were no complaints at the weekly
meeting. The project is on schedule.

No further discussion.

Recommendation to award contract to Martam Construction for Remaining
Sanitary Work as Part of Illinois Department of Transportation Contract

James Bernahl presented. As you may recall, I mentioned at the April Government
Services Meeting that due to the coordination with the contractor, IDOT's contractor
doing the work and the remaining work we have with Glenbrook Excavating who is
doing the off-site water main work and the remaining work within the IDOT right-of-
way, that we would be looking to transter some of those remaining items to IDOT’s
contractor, Martam.
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We are crossing each other in contracts right now, so this is unusual. The current
contract that we have with Glenbrook is for $1,345,000. The remaining sanitary work,
which Martam would be performing is in the amount of $358,210.50. We would be
entering into a contract with Martam, specific to that work only. Staff will be bringing a
final change order in June for the remaining work with Glenbrook. We are in the process
of finalizing that now, but because Martam’s crews are already onsite working, we would
recommend approval of this contract.

In your packet you will see a letter from Glenbrook Excavating that indicates they are
okay with the removal of those items. IDOT has also reviewed it and said they are fine
with it as well.

Staff recommends approval to Martam Construction for the remaining sanitary work for
an amount not to exceed $358,210.50.

Chairman Stellato: Martam is the group that is putting the soil on the Tyler Road
property? They are just storing it there until they are done? We've had a lot of calls
from the neighbors, so I want to confirm that.

Mr. Bernahl: That’s correct. [ want to point out that staff did not direct them there, by
the way. But it is just a temporary use.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Turner. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to award contract for construction activities for the Bob Leonard
Riverwalk project to Encap, Inc.

James Bernahl presented. This is for the extension of the Bob Leonard Riverwalk,
specifically the section between Indiana and Prairie. Bids were opened on May 10. We
had three bids; the engineers estimate for this project was $570,000. The low bidder on
this project is Earthwerks. They have a very good reputation, and they came in with a bid
price of $256,109.00. They realized they made a calculation error and requested to
withdraw their bid. A copy of that letter is included in your packet. Not wanting to place
a hardship on them, we accepted it.

The next apparent low bidder was Encap, Inc. Staff recommends awarding the contract
to Encap, Inc. for $422,437.90.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Rogina, seconded by Aldr. Carrignan. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried,

Recommendation to award contract for cable injection services to Novinium

Tom Bruhl presented. This is the second year of a three year deal with Novinium. We
did go out to bid in 2011, and at that time they offered us a three year deal, with declining
costs per foot over the second and third year. We have had very good results; we have
had zero failure on cable they’ve injected. I've also included our process on the
attachment that shows the subdivisions we target for this year and we have a method
based on age, previous faults, the customer count and our test results to prioritize the
subdivisions we are going to attack in the next year.

Chairman Stellato: Very good matrix, Tom.

Mr. Bruhl: Thank you. Staff is requesting to waive bids because we are extending, not
rebidding and award a contract to Novinium in an amount not to exceed $350,000.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Monken. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to award contract for directional boring services to Archon
Construction

Tom Bruhl presented. The second part of cable replacement is when you can’t inject it
and restore it, you have to install new. So we put pipe in the ground through a process
called directional boring. We did go out for bids in 2011, and Archon offered us a deal
with minor price increases based on raw materials or labor, which amounted to a 3%
increase for this year, so [ projected out with their 3% increase and compared if their
competitors had held their price and were still better off staying with them with the 3%
included, compared to rebidding and starting over.

Staff recommends to waive the bids and award a contract to Archon Construction, not to
exceed $340,000.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Bessner. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to award contract for landscape restoration services to B&L
Landscape Contractors

Tom Bruhl presented. The city has worked with B&L for many years. When we do
landscape damage as part of our work, we are obligated to restore to as close to like
condition as possible. We have tried other vendors over the years, with less than
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favorable results; they have not been cheaper and we had many numerous complaints
from homeowners as to how their yard had been restored.

B&L has offered to hold their pricing, so we are asking today to waive bids and approve
a contract with B&L in the amount of $75,000.

Recommendation to award contract for purchase of a Substation Transformer to
ABB c¢/o T&D Products

Tom Bruhl presented. In 2011, as part of our substation maintenance program, we
utilized some test equipment that is called Doble Test Equipment to test our most prized
assets, which are our substation transformers.

Two ot those transformers failed testing. At that point, we had two engineering firms
confirm that our tests were bad. That was completed in 2011. At this time, the Dunham
Road unit is more critical due to the loads on the east side of the river, and the
replacement of the second unit will be part of a scheduled project at City Hall Sub that is
going to come up in 2013 through 2015. We did solicit bids through Purchasing. We
received four bids. The ABB unit was the low bid from a first cost and from a lifecycle
standpoint.

Staff recommends approving a contract with ABB ¢/o T&D Products for $565,700.
Aldr. Carrignan: What is the lifecycle of a transformer?

Mr. Bruhl: 30-40 years. The one that failed was 36 years old.

Recommendation to award contract for the purchase of Pad Mounted Capacitor
Banks from Wesco (ABB)

Tom Bruhl presented. Capacitor Banks are a component of an electric system which
helps the efficiency of this system. It corrects a thing called Power Factor which is a
somewhat complex concept, but it works to stabilize voltage and the quality of power on
the line. We went out for four quotations for this specialized equipment and we received
four quotes. The ABB unit provided through Wesco was the low bid. It will pay for
itself by reducing the losses on the system and we have targeted applications where the
units will be in play for the majority of the hours during the year which would result in
the shortest return on investment. With that, staff is asking to waive bids and purchase
two pad mounted capacitor banks from Wesco at a price not to exceed $82.,672.

No further discussion.

Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to award contracts for tree trimming services to DeMar Tree
Service and Skyline Tree Service

Tom Bruhl presented. For the Electric Utility, tree trimming is a very important
component of our reliability project. The city went out for bids, and only two firms were
qualified to do trimming around energized electric lines. They were DeMar and Skyline.
We have used DeMar exclusively in the past with very good results. Skyline offered a
very competitive bid and we have an operational advantage to split the business and have
two vendors available to do the work. Their pricing is similar. so there isn’t a huge cost
delta between the two.

Staff recommends approval of an award to DeMar for $139,879 and an amount not to
exceed $40,000 for Skyline Tree Service.

No further discussion.

Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.
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Recommendation to approve Utility Easement for Culvers Restaurant

Tom Bruhl presented. We placed facilities on the Culvers site to close the loop and
create a reliable electric system. As part of that, the McCartle’s have issued us an
easement for the path that the cable takes.

Staff recommends approval of acceptance of the easement which would result in the
Mayor and City Clerk signing it.

Chairman Stellato: No cost on this one?
Mr. Bruhl: Correct.
No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Monken, seconded by Aldr. Turner, Approved unanimously by voice
vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to waive bids and award contract for North Siphon Rehabilitation
to Marc Kresmery Construction, LLC.

John Lamb presented. This is a recommendation to waive bids and award the North
Siphon Rehabilitation proposal to Marc Kresmery. This is the second phase of a three
phase project. Last year the south siphon was rehabilitated. The structure and associated
piping has not been cleaned and inspected for 12 years and we need to modify the
structures on both sides of the river. Last year, during the first phase, staft, along with
Trotter and Associates met with several companies and requested proposals from all these
companies and only one responded which was Marc Kresmery Construction. Therefore,
statt is recommending Marc Kresmery Construction also do the work for the second
phase of the project and award a contract to Marc Kresmery in an amount not to exceed
$125,953 and recommend to waive the bid process.

Aldr. Turner: Is this going to help with some of the sanitary complaints in the Timbers?
Mr. Lamb: Potentially, yes. With cleaning out the siphons, because there is a bottle
neck on the west side of the river, just up stream of the siphon, so hopefully the
improvements to this structure should have long range effects for that.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Turner, seconded by Aldr. Rogina. Approved unanimously by voice
vote. Motion carried.
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Recommendation to approve proposal from Viking Chemical Company for Water
Treatment Chemicals

John Lamb presented. This is a recommendation to approve proposals from Viking
Chemical and waive the bid process. Staff did request and receive three proposals, but
we didn’t go through an official bid process. Viking Chemical Company is the lowest
proposal at a cost of $101,910. 1 would like to point out this is a savings of 15% from
chemical costs from last year.

Staff recommends waiving the bid process and approve the proposal from Viking
Chemical Company in the amount of $101,910.

No further discussion.

Approved unanimously by voice
vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to approve a Resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to
Execute a Kane County Intergovernmental Agreement for Electronics Recycling
Program

John Lamb presented. This is a Resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to
execute an Intergovernmental Agreement with Kane County. Kane County has initiated
an Electronics Recycling Program with municipalities in the county. Batavia is currently
participating and Geneva is considering participating also.

The county has entered into a contract with a third party electronics recycling firm and
that firm has quoted prices that they will pay the county and participating municipalities
in a rate per pound of electronics. The program requires that the city have an electronics
recycling facility which we would locate at the Public Works Facility and we would have
this open during the hours that the Public Works Facility is; Monday thru Friday, 8:00 am
to 4:30 pm. The electronics company provides a container at no cost to the city.
Normally we would have to pay about $2,000 for this container. On a quarterly basis, the
company tracks the amount of pounds of electronics that they pick up from the city and
they pay the county on a quarterly basis and the county receives 10% of the revenue for
administering the contract because they are the ones who went out to bid for this and they
are helping administer, advertise and generate marketing for all the municipalities in the
program.

It is important to reiterate this does not cost the city any money, it will actually generate
some revenue, approximately $5,000 from speaking with the City of Batavia. The
advantage are that residents can drop off electronics through the week. There is the
program at the county facility on Randall Road during the weekends, but that facility has
long lines, so people won’t have to go wait in long lines on Friday or Saturday.
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Staff recommends approval of an Intergovernmental Agreement with the County of
Kane.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Monken. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

4.t. Recommendation to approve Change Order No. 5 for Main Treatment Plant
Headworks Project Construction Costs

John Lamb presented. This is to approve a change order for our Main Treatment Plant
Headworks Project. This is the last change order for this project before we close it out in
the amount of $947.

Staff recommends approval of Change Order No. 5 and a Resolution authorizing the
Mayor and City Clerk to execute.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Turner. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

4.u. Discussion regarding Driveway Repairs — Information only

Chairman Stellato: [ requested this be put on the agenda. 1 have some photos to pass
out that will help explain the reason for this discussion.

[ have been in contact with a constituent of Aldr. Monken and myself, by the name of
Glen Bushong. Glen is here tonight if we have any questions for him. The issue this
comes down to. is when we replace a sidewalk section up against someone’s driveway;
how should that be handled and what should it look like when we are done.

Mr. Bushong sent me these photographs; he has concerns about the look. This is very
similar to the discussion we had two years ago about the replacement of a curb or street
in front of someone’s driveway when we have the issue of repairing the apron. The
policy used to be that we would do two feet of the apron and that would leave the
demarcation line between the old asphalt and the new asphalt. The City, at that point in
time adopted a policy to do less road work, less curb replacement, but make sure we
replace the entire apron so you get a uniform look.

What you see in these photographs are the policy that exists today. The question for us 1s
this acceptable? If it’s not acceptable. we first need to address Mr. Bushong's request
and then also look at going forward, how we handle these type of issues.
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['ll make the same statement | made two years ago. This is in our ward today. this could
be in your ward, and there are probably other areas in town that have this type of
application. You can tell by the photographs, the before pictures that grinding was done
to try to accept a particular square of concrete that apparently wasn’t enough and it had to
be replaced. There is also a picture of a curb that holds some water and some turf that
was damaged and I'm not sure if the contractor had to come back to fix that: I'll leave
that up to staff to address that issue. I wanted to get these photographs in everyone's
hands.

Does staff want to speak to where we would go from here?

Mr. Koenen: | would like to complement what Chairman Stellato has offered,
recognizing this is a practice the city has been using for a number of years. We have
tried to practice this consistently throughout the city. It is somewhat driven by
economics. By only going back two feet from the sidewalk back toward the private
garage. it does contain the city’s expense. We try to use discretion where we are
replacing sidewalks through driveways, recognizing it does create this demarcation.
Sometimes households will call us and say that they are going to be doing their driveway
and the sidewalk isn’t in the best condition. would the city be willing to do the sidewalk
at the same time. In those cases, we take a look at the situation and coordinate our
sidewalk removal with their driveway related work so we don’t have the demarcation as
an issue. As our practice has been is what is shown in the photograph. I don’t have a
perspective in terms of how frequently this may happen or does not happen. It would
also happen where people have entrance walks that lead between their front door and the
public sidewalk. We may create a line there for a demarcation where we have to take out
a square of sidewalk to set the forms to pour the new public sidewalk. It’s a practical
operational issue and it comes down to cost in terms of how we deal with the aesthetics
as an after the fact issue.

Aldr. Rogina: How many times a year might this occur, and at what cost?

Mr. Koenen: Our street program has been somewhat slowed over the last three or four
years because of the economy, so what I would suggest if we are serious in pursuing this
is that we go back and look at the last two or three years of history to see what it looked
like in that context. All I would offer is that because our programs have gotten smaller
due to the economy, that may not necessarily be reflective of what it was five or six years
ago when we had larger and more aggressive street programs.

Chairman Stellato: Once we have that information, we can start to determine some type
of policy as to when this does happen.

Aldr. Rogina: ['m looking at this picture where the new part of the driveway has been
extended upwards two feet and that just doesn’t look right. Another question that comes
to my mind is what if this was a paver driveway. That’s a whole different matter, so that
makes the policy tricky.
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Aldr. Carrignan: I'm curious, is this asphalt? Yes, this is asphalt? So effectively the
grain size of the asphalt would be the same as the other part that is sealed.

Mr. Bernahl: That’s correct. In the photos you see here, one has been sealed, one has
not.

Aldr. Carrignan: When you seal this, you will obviously get a much better blend.
Mr. Bernahl: Correct.

Aldr. Carrignan: 1 would like to see this after it was sealed and see what it looks like at
that point.

Mr. Bernahl: A typical practice for some other communities as well is to only go to the
right-of-way line. That is a legal area that has been set, the city keeps our utilities within
that right-of-way. As you recall, in the past we did ofter a program where if people
wanted to do their driveways all the way back, we had said we would coordinate with
them. There wasn’t a large response from people. One thing staft does do. is that we
post the multi-year programs out in advance so people who are contemplating doing their
driveways can go on to the city website and see where their streets falls.

Chairman Stellato: In this case, did Mr. Bushong just do his driveway, though? 1
thought he just recently did his driveway.

Mr. Bushong: I had the driveway done about six years ago.

Chairman Stellato: The picture with the tape measure laid down; it looks like the seam
is about four inches off from one end to the other. I'm assuming we don’t do this work?
We hire this out?

Mr. Bernahl: Correct.

Chairman Stellato: There were also pictures of the turf being torn up; is that all done
now?

Mr. Bernahl: We can check the site to see the existing condition. All this work is still
under warranty.

Chairman Stellato: If he’s got a seam that is four inches wider than the other spot. we
should take a look at that and make sure the turf'is done. What is the issue with the water
on the curb? Was that replaced by us?

Mr. Bernahl: Previously existing to that, there was a section that had a couple openings
in it, so that section got taken out. Granted, the contractor could have done a better job
with the hand placement. Staft took a photo where we looked at it after the rain and it
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wasn’t holding water as much. The homeowner brought it to our attention; this is a street
that has pozzolonic material underneath it, so anytime we create an additional seam it
causes street deterioration. Based on that, water was contained within the curb line and
we didn’t see it as a public safety issue. For that reason, the decision was made not to
create another joint inside the new pavement.

Chairman Stellato: So you are going to talk to the contractor, look at the turf, the curb
if needed and the seam. Going forward we are going to need to get some information on
how we handle this in the future. We need to decide how we handle not only asphalt, but
concrete or paver brick.

Mr. Bernahl: Concrete is easier because when you remove the sidewalk and you can
match up to it. In a lot of cases we don’t cut into concrete unless it’s severely
deteriorated.

Aldr. Krieger: [ find the water issue to be very disturbing. I could see someone slipping
and falling on the ice in the winter. [ think that should be addressed. 1 don't think it
looks good.

Chairman Stellato: Okay, so we have two issues. One is Mr. Bushong's issues.
immediately with the contractor you are going to look into that and you'll get back to us
at our next Government Services Meeting about how many of these other applications we
have and how many we’ve done in the past.

No further discussion.

Recommendation to Approve a Contract with Capital Infrastructure Group, LLC.
Mark Koenen presented. This is an extension of a contract that we have with Milt Sees
of Capital Infrastructure Group. Mr. Sees has been assisting us with the Rt. 64
coordination and the Red Gate Bridge coordination with both the central offices in
Springfield and the local office in Schaumburg. He has opened some doors for us and
made things possible.

Staff recommends extending that contract through the end of the calendar year.

No further discussion.

Motioned by Aldr. Carrignan, seconded by Aldr. Turner. Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Recommendation to approve the purchase of 3 (three ) Ford Escapes for the Police
Department from Zimmerman Ford

Dave Kintz presented. This a request for approval for the purchase of three Ford
Escapes, to replace vehicles in the Police Department. The three vehicles are used for

administrative and investigative purposes right now. I asked for bids from three different
Ford dealers and I received responses from two. The low bid came in from Zimmerman
Ford at almost $800 lower per vehicle.

These vehicles do meet the criteria for replacement and have been approved by the Fleet
Management committee and this is a budgeted item.

Staff recommends approval of the purchase of three Ford Escapes in the amount of
$69.789.

No further discussion.

Approved unanimously by
voice vote. Motion carried.

Recommend approval of an Ordinance Amending Title 5 “Business License and
Regulations,” Chapter 5.08 “Alcoholic Beverages” of the City of St. Charles
Municipal Code — Various Items.

Mayor DeWitte presented. Before you tonight, with regards to some continuing
requested changes to the current liquor code. The Executive Summary contained in your
packet may be slightly misleading, only from the standpoint that this subject tonight is a
continuation of the subject that occurred back in February when this process started. The
other point I would make is that I am not necessarily recommending that these revisions
be made, only that they have been proposed by Aldr. Martin. With all due respect to his
seniority on the Council felt that these items should be heard before the Council. T would
add that none of these revisions being proposed take any of the authority of this body
away from them with regard to the issuance of licenses. The bulk of these changes being
requested are for E Licenses or temporary licenses. Most of the changes that have been
requested have to do with administration. Once those licenses are issued, most of the
events are temporary. They are decisions sometimes made on the fly, but the general
consensus of the Council is always required before any of these licenses are awarded.

With that, I will refer the issue back to the Council for discussion to see what your
preference might be.

Aldr, Martin: We added some changes that had been in there previously and had been
removed somehow. All I asked was they be placed back in. I respect Mayor DeWitte's
position as Local Liquor Commissioner to have control on those issues and the courtesy
to extend to us for advice and consent. However, there is a time that perhaps Mayor
DeWitte is not going to be the Mayor and the next mayor may have different thoughts on
how it should be done and I'm just adding these issues in to preserve the Council’s right
to approve what kind of liquor is sold and what kind of liquor licenses are to be approved.
With that, I have to apologize. In making the changes, my printer did not print page
three, so [ would ask you go to page three and under item E2, paragraph 3, I would like to
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change the line item to “The Local Liquor Control Commissioner may. with the advice
and consent of the City Council, waive or vary any conditions, etc.”

Secondly, go to ES5, first line, I would ask that it read “Class ES licenses shall authorize
the Local Liquor Control Commissioner with the advice and consent of the City Council,
etc.” Those are the only changes that I have. and I intend to vote yes on this issue.

Aldr. Carrignan: When do we start moving out of a policy issue, and start going to a
management issue where the Liquor Commissioner, as the director of that portion of the
city’s business. Where is the line where Council becomes part of the managing system.
rather that the policy setting system. Where does that change here?

Aldr. Martin: When it says the Local Liquor Commissioner has the sole discretion, it
takes away the availability of the City Council to approve or disapprove of the issues at
hand. It’s at his sole discretion. You don’t have a say. We are very fortunate that Mayor
DeWitte has allowed us the opportunity to voice our advice and consent. But that's not
always going to be the case.

Aldr. Carrignan; To get any license, it still has to come here.

Aldr. Martin: No, that’s not true. Not unless you have this in here. It’s at the sole
discretion of the Local Liquor Commissioner. You don’t have any control.

Aldr. Rogina: My question to you, Aldr. Martin, is when Mayor DeWitte rules on a
liquor violation in conjunction with working the Police Chief — we don’t have oversight

on that.

Aldr. Martin: Correct. That is his discretion. But he’s got to follow the rules that were
made. We've approved the rules by approving that license,

Aldr. Rogina: Doesn’t he have to follow the rules here too?

Aldr. Martin: He can do it without any consent.

Aldr. Rogina: We don’t jump in when he makes a decision to suspend a license.
Aldr. Martin: This is not new. This was in the liquor ordinance because [ wrote the
liquor ordinance that we are amending, but somewhere along the line it got removed.
From the time this written seven or eight years ago, this was in there and it disappeared
through the subsequent re-writing of it.

Aldr. Rogina: Temporary licenses like RiverFest. Don’t we approve those?

Aldr. Martin: We do right now, because the Mayor gives us the opportunity. If'it’s not
in the ordinance. he doesn’t have to.
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Aldr. Rogina: Personally, I'll take my chances and let that practice continue. At such
time we get a mayor who doesn’t like that. you and [ are sitting here, we have the right to
change that.

Aldr. Martin: Someone changed it back without our consent.
Aldr. Rogina: [ don’t know anything about that.
Aldr. Martin: Neither do I, but that’s why I'm bringing it up at this time.

Mayor DeWitte: A good example might be the most revision that Aldr. Martin has
requested on Page 3, Item ES5. There is currently one ES license issued in this community
to Fox Valley Harley Davidson on Randall Road. As many of you recall, the owner,
Ozzy Giglio made a presentation to this body specifically for how he intended to use that
license. He brought forward a list of 20 days of events that were approved by this
Council when that license was issued. The language currently contained in the ordinance
says the Local Liquor Control Commissioner and the Chief of Police deem licensable per
license year at specific premises. In other words, if he wanted to change any of those 20
events that this Council has already approved, he would have to bring that request to the
Liquor Commission and the Chief of Police collectively, not individually. The fact that
the Council has already granted this license is totally separate from him requesting a
change in the 20 particular events that he’s already asked for permission to operate.

Aldr. Carrignan: They key point that [ want to make sure is that this Council remains
still has the ability...we issue the license and that the management of this license, if they
want to change those 20 events, that’s fine. If someone comes in for a Class E license,
this is where it gets approved. But for the management of those 20 days. that’s an
administrative issue, not a policy issue. But that liquor license needs to be approved here,
not at the Liquor Control Commissioner level.

Mayor DeWitte: That's how it has been since ['ve been liquor commissioner.
Aldr. Carrignan: But it I don’t see that here for a Class ES.

Aldr. Martin: That is exactly the point. For the administration of it, I have no problem
whatsoever. I feel we should have the say in the issuance of that license. That's all this
says.

Aldr. Rogina: Just for clarification again, then, to Aldr. Martin and the Commissioner;
on an E License, are you saying we don’t approve that license, or we’ve only approved it
because the Mayor’s discretion vs. it being in the ordinance? That's where I'm confused.

Aldr. Martin: Without this language, the Mayor can issue that license without our
consent. if we have a mayor who happens to be partial to a certain type of entertainment,
he can do that without our say.
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Aldr. Rogina: To your point, Aldr. Carrignan, you are saying you have no problem with
the language of advice and consent as to the granting of the license.

Aldr. Carrignan: For the granting of the license. For the administrative side, I defer.
For a license grant, I do think that is a City Council responsibility.

Mayor DeWitte: While on the subject of E Licenses, | would direct your attention to
page 2 at the bottom of the page; Class E Temporary Licenses which is the general
classification for this license. Midway through the paragraph, the Local Liquor Control
Commissioner may, not will or can, but may, with the advice and consent of the City
Council, 1ssue two or more Class E Licenses so as to authorize and delineate two or more
licenses premises to operate in conjunction with any such special event or catered
function. There are no E Licenses issued without this City Council approving their
issuance, regardless of what classification they are signed to, based on their need or
purpose.

Aldr. Martin: That was the language that was consistent all the way through until
somebody changed it along the lines. I don’t know how it happened, perhaps in the
translation with the lawyers that made the changes. but that’s the language that was in
every place where it said in it’s sole discretion. That's all I asked is to have advice and
consent of issuing the license. [ have no criticism whatsoever of how the Mayor handles
the administration. As a matter of fact. he’s probably done a better job than the last three
Mayors that ['ve served under.

Aldr. Rogina: Based on what the Mayor just said, Aldr. Martin, it seems to me that the
language at the bottom of page 2 trumps everything else. I don’t think it’s necessary that
we have to repeat it. Maybe it was taken out because of it’s redundancy. Class E
temporary license, we have advice and consent, that covers all the Class E licenses.

Aldr. Bessner: This is just to clarify; on page 4 under ES at the beginning where it says
Class ES5 licenses shall authorize at the local liquor control commissioner sole discretion.
At the bottom of that same paragraph where it says 1, 2, 3 and 4, it does state you need
the consent of the Council. So what is the difference? Or is there a difference between
that?

Mayor DeWitte: | believe the language contained in line item 4 on page 4 was one of
the proposed changes that Aldr. Martin has made with regards to the numerous revisions.
That is new language being proposed in that particular paragraph.

Aldr. Bessner: If another company came for that same license and Harley wasn’t using
it, can you as Commissioner authorize that?

Mayor DeWitte: No. The way the ordinance is written, if Mr. Giglio were to sell that
particular dealership, his name is on that liquor license and that license would extinguish
and if a new owner would come in and want to hold the same types of events, he would
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be required to go through the same approval process in front of this body for that same E
License. There are no transferrable liquor licenses in the city.

Aldr. Bessner: He can use that license every year without our approval, unless he
changes something?

Mayor DeWitte: Unless he changes his 20 scheduled dates that he identified when he
originally applied for his license, as long as he maintains that schedule which the Chief
and the Police Department monitor, and pays his annual fee and reapplication, he’s
entitled to that license year after year, assuming he follows the rules.

Aldr. Payleitner: So, page 2...it is not in the document currently. with the advice and
consent of the Council. Is that correct Aldr. Martin?

Mayor DeWitte: Page 2, paragraph E, I believe that language was already contained
within the established ordinance. That was not one of the changes requested by Aldr.
Martin. Jim, would you concur with that? Page 2, paragraph E at the bottom? That was
language already contained within the ordinance.

Aldr. Martin: That is the original language that was already in the ordinance.
Chairman Stellato: I'm looking for a motion.

Aldr. Martin: [ would move that the ordinance be approved with the changes.

Aldr. Krieger: Second.

Aldr. Carrignan: Just for an understanding of what we are voting on. Basically where
it says at the sole discretion. you have inserted the words “with the advice and consent of
Council”. That's the only change.

Aldr. Martin: That’s it.

Aldr. Rogina: You are doing that for paragraphs E2 and E5.

Chairman Stellato: Yes. Just the two changes.

Aldr. Carrignan: Are there any changes contained in any of the Ordinance that is
different from what is currently on the books now, other than advice and consent?

Aldr. Martin: Not to me.

Mayor DeWitte: If I recall correctly there were eight revisions. adding Aldr. Martin’s
requested language, contained predominately in the E License.

Chairman Stellato: They have all been entered into the document we are looking at?

1. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was convened by Chairman Carrignan at 7:00 pm.
2 ROLL CALLED

Roll was called:
Present: Stellato, Monken, Payleitner, Turner, Carrignan, Rogina, Martin, Krieger, Bessner, Lewis
Absent: None

3 BUILDING & CODE ENFORCEMENT
a. Presentation of 2012 Property Maintenance Code and Proposed Amendments.

Mr. Vann showed a PowerPoint presentation of the City’s code enforcement procedures, processes and
challenges. The presentation included the Property Maintenance, Local Code Amendments,
Enforcement, Violation Notification, Recent changes and future direction of Code Enforcement.

Mr. Vann noted that some of the restrictions and challenges they face are with the 4™ and 14"
Amendment of the Constitution, being search and seizure and the right of due process. He said that with
the population getting older that it’s become a challenge with properties falling into violation. He said
that the City is trying to take the steps to try to take care of the issues, including training for elderly care
processes. He said another challenge is mental health situations, but that staff is doing a good job of
trying to correct these issues but that it 1s time consuming.

Mr. Vann said one of the major challenges and concerns in the last 5 years has been foreclosures. He
said it has currently started to level out and the number of foreclosures hovers around the 450 mark and
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has been consistent that about a quarter of them are vacant, which is currently at about 112 homes. He
said City staff made a decision to control this and have been doing so but that it is a challenge.

Mr. Vann said the City has 23 nuisance properties which are assessed daily. He said the tools used for
enforcement are adopted codes and Ordinances and also a code enforcement software tracking system
that is used to keep track of all the properties being dealt with. He said the most significant tool used is
mobile computers; it saves a great deal of time and resources. He said another tool used is the paging
system for the code enforcement officer, and also the pre prosecution Administrative Adjudication
Hearing system, which is done the third Thursday of each month.

Mr. Vann made a correction to his memo on page 2 regarding motor vehicles; “Vehicles that are in
disrepair that make it incapable of being driven shall not be stored outside™.

Aldr. Rogina asked who makes the case for the Administrative Adjudication Hearing. Mr. Vann said
that is done by Staff, either Rob Surratt or himself,

Aldr. Lewis asked if this pertains to all properties. Mr. Vann said yes all properties within the City
corporate limits.

Chairman Carrignan asked in regard to the nuisance properties, how is it taken to the next level. Mr.
Vann said the owner or landlord is taken to the Administrative Adjudication Hearing, provides all
documentation and pictures, and a fine is set for the next time they are not in compliance. Mr. Surratt
said that also, instead of sending the letter, they just write out tickets issuing fines.

Aldr, Rogina asked in regard to rental properties and an issue with the 4™ Amendment, if the issues is
internal or external searches. Mr. Vann said a lot of time the renter will complain about an issue, but
sometimes they just want to get out of their lease and use the City as leverage. He said most time access
for internal is just by asking to come in, or being invited in, but that on a rare occasion access will be
denied, and that is usually in the case of overcrowding issues. Ms. Tungare said forced entry cannot
happen without probable cause.

Aldr. Stellato asked if there is any way to speed up the process to bring back the Ordinance before the
fall of 2012 for Council approval. Mr. Vann said sure.

Aldr. Rogina asked if the International Property Maintenance Code is standard for most suburban cities.
Mr. Vann said yes and codes are revised every 3 years but with not many changes.

Chairman Carrignan asked if Staff received enough feedback to move forward. Ms. Tungare said for the
local amendment that if there are any other issues, staff can work with legal counsel to address these and
incorporate them into the Ordinance.

Aldr. Rogina said in regard to internal searches on rental properties and feedback from the community
on stepping too far, he would feel better if legal counsel, in a conversation, to say case law supports
some of this as opposed to not supporting it and it being a violation of the 4™ Amendment. Mr. Vann
said whether the rental property program is approved or not this tool is still used to guide and write
violations. Aldr. Rogina said he only mentioned it because it was raised as a concern/issue by staff. Ms.
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Tungare said it’s not so much an issue but is the legal framework staff has to work with, which is
established by constitutional rights, property maintenance codes and the adjudication system. She said
code enforcement is a balancing act and as much as the best efforts are put forward it is not something
that can ever be 100% in compliance. Ms. Tungare noted that there 1s already a property maintenance
code in place but that moving to the next level will enhance efforts.

4, COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

a. Recommend approval of a Comprehensive Update to Title 16 of
The City Code (Subdivisions and Land Improvement).

Mr. O’Rourke reviewed the Staff Report dated June 1. 2012.

Aldr. Lewis asked what the state monuments requirement in subdivisions is. Mr, O’'Rourke said that is
part of the Illinois state law that 1s a requirement for new subdivisions. A monument is a concrete block
inserted into the ground listing the longitude and latitude for surveyors.

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to approve a Comprehensive Update to Title 16 of the City Code
(Subdivisions and Land Improvement). Motion was seconded by Aldr. Rogina and passed by
unanimous vote.

b. Presentation of annual St. Charles Housing Atfordability update.

Mr. O'Rourke showed a PowerPoint presentation explaining the purpose for the analysis, the terms and
methodology, affordability for the City in 2011-2012, a summary of the housing and income trends, and
the 2011 owner-occupied and rental affordability charts.

Aldr. Rogina asked 1f it is correct that 38% of the households in St. Charles are income-wise below the
80% AMI cut off. Mr. O'Rourke said that is correct.

c. Recommend approval of a General Amendment to Title 17 of the City Code to Regulate
Donation Boxes (City of St. Charles).

Mr. O'Rourke reviewed the Staff Report dated June 1, 2012. He said a windshield survey was done and
there are quite a few of these boxes around town without any regulation in the Zoning Ordinance. He
said Staff is presenting a detailed recommended Zoning Ordinance amendment to regulate the boxes.
What is being proposed is that the boxes only be permitted as accessory uses in the BC and BR zoning
districts and also, based on comments from the Plan Commission, for them to be further limited to
shopping centers. He said there would be a number of placement and location restrictions including:
must be on a hard surface, cannot take up an off street parking stall, cannot be in any of the parking or
building setbacks, and that the name, address and contact information is supplied for the owner of the
box so they can be contacted with issues. Mr. O’Rourke said a building permit is not included in the
Amendment but that there has been a significant amount of discussion that one be required, but is not
something that Title 17 would regulate, so it’s just a question being presented, if it's something that
should be required for the boxes.
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Aldr. Stellato asked if Staff was looking for just feedback at this point. Mr. O’Rourke said no, the
standards that are being proposed for the Zoning Ordinance are going through the process for a General
Amendment and Staff is looking for a motion tonight.

Aldr. Stellato said he doesn’t have a problem with the permit but he does have a problem charging a fee
for a non-for-profit group that is benefiting from it. He said he can handle a $25-50 permit fee, but he
has heard that other towns charge up to $250 for a box and he personally has a hard time with that. Mr.
O’Rourke said setting the fee for that would be at the Council’s discretion.

Aldr. Rogina asked if the reason this is being looked at is because there have been complaints to Staff,
Mr. O’Rourke then showed some pictures taken by Staff which showed items placed outside the boxes
and also one instance where one is placed in a spot that is visually impairing for motorists turning onto
Rt. 64.

Aldr. Rogina asked why there were 2 nay votes from Plan Commission, and why Schaumburg chose not
to allow these. Mr. O'Rourke said nothing was stated at Plan Commission as to the nays, and that Staff
at this point is not aware as to why Schaumburg does not allow these.

Aldr. Rogina said he feels that there are plenty of opportunities for people who want to make donations,
there are even charitable organizations that will come to your house for pick up. He said given what he
sees he will probably vote no on the propositions as it is.

Chairman Carrignan asked the difference between nonprofit and for profit pickups, and for a nonprofit
having a different rate structure than for profit. Mr. O'Rourke said aside from the entity that collects,
there really is not a difference, but that as far as the rate structure, Staff would need to look into that, but
that there cannot be discrimination between the two as far as allowing the boxes. Chairman Carrignan
said he would be interested in the difference in the rate structure for the two.

Aldr. Payleitner clarified with Aldr. Rogina that he would be a no vote because he wants to completely
eliminate the boxes. Aldr. Rogina said that is right because of all the other opportunities to donate
which include drop off and pick up.

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to continue the General Amendment to Title 17 of the City Code to
Regulate Donation Boxes (City of St. Charles), and have Legal Counsel review the difference
between profit and nonprofit rate structures. Motion was seconded by Aldr. Monken and passed
by unanimous vote.

Chairman Carrignan asked if the Committee would be interested in an Ordinance that would eliminate
donation boxes entirely. Aldr. Rogina and Aldr. Payleitner said they would. Aldr. Martin said he
concurs with Aldr. Rogina that the City has two of the finest organizations with Salvation Army and
Goodwill and that we do not need the donation boxes, that they are an eye sore.
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Aldr. Martin made a motion for a continuance for this item to have staff examine an Ordinance
eliminating the donation boxes.

Chairman Carrignan clarified that staff would come back with two Ordinances, one for management of
the current process and one to eliminate drop boxes throughout the City of St. Charles. Mr. O’Rourke
said correct. Ms. Tungare said that as of right now there are no regulations in place.

Chairman Carrignan asked the Committee if they would like to go with an Ordinance managing what is
in place now to Aldr. Stellatos motion and then come back at a later point in time and amend the
Ordinance for both fees and the application use. Aldr. Krieger said she thinks that’s a great idea. Aldr.
Rogina asked if that would put something in place for the short run. Chairman Carrignan said correct,
and that he thinks it takes 10 days for an Ordinance to go into effect after approved by City Council.
Mr. Vann said from a code enforcement standpoint what would happen is the City would notify certain
property owners where the boxes are located, along with the entity or company who owns the box to tell
them the restrictions. He said and if Council moves forward with getting rid of them all together, then
the City goes back through that same process again to tell them they are not allowed to have anything at
all.

Chairman Carrignan noted that there will not be a July Planning & Development meeting due to Staff
training and that this topic would not be addressed until at least August, and in order to manage the
boxes over the summer that it should be voted on at this time and have staff come back at end of
summer/early fall. Aldr. Lewis asked how many boxes are in town. Mr. O'Rourke said he is not sure,
but he personally counted upwards of 20. Ms. Tungare said they are increasing in number since last
year and they are from all different companies both profit and non-profit.

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to approve the general amendment to Title 17 of the City Code to
Regulate Donation Boxes (City of St. Charles) as presented tonight, but to have legal Counsel
review the difference between profit and nonprofit rate structures. Motion was seconded by Aldr.
Monken. Aldr. Rogina opposed. Motion Carried.

d. Recommend approval of an extension for recording a Final Plat of Subdivision for Pine
Ridge Park-Lot 19.

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to approve the extension for the recording of a Final Plat of
Subdivision for Pine Ridge Park-Lot 19. Motion was seconded by Aldr. Monken and passed by
unanimous vote.
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¢. Recommend approval of a General Amendment for temporary signs during construction
projects (City of St. Charles).

Mr. Colby reviewed the Staff Report dated May 25, 2012.

Aldr. Krieger made a motion to approve the General Amendment for temporary signs during
construction projects. Motion was seconded and passed by unanimous vote.

f.  Recommend approval of a Facade Improvement Grant Agreement for 117 W. Main St. (117
W. Main LLC).

Mr. Colby said this grant is for the Szechwan building which is undergoing a significant rehabilitation,
the proposed grant would fund a new Main St. store front for the building and also new store fronts
along the west elevation facing 24 St He said the cost of the grant is $18,650, and the cost of work is
estimated to be $50,000plus.

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to approve the Facade Improvement Grant Agreement for 117. W.
Main St. Motion was seconded by Aldr. Monken seconded and passed by unanimous vote.

3, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
a. Presentation of Charlestowne Mall Market Study (Melaniphy & Associates, Inc.).

Mr. Mertes reviewed the City Council approval of the contract with Melaniphy & Associates, Inc. He
then introduced John Melaniphy to review the findings of the study.

John C. Melaniphy-6333 N. Milwaukee Ave.-Chicago-Said that he has seen a lot of sick malls but that
Charlestowne Mall is fairly well maintained even though a considerable amount of tenants have been
lost. He then showed a PowerPoint presentation showing the St, Charles retail sales by category
including: department stores, food stores, drinking and eating places, apparel and accessories, furniture
and electronics, home improvement, automobile and miscellaneous stores. He said in contrast the
numbers do not look any different from any other suburb in the area.

Mr. Melaniphy then reviewed the numerical change by year, stating that the general merchandise, which
includes dept. stores declined in 2011 and apparel and accessory stores sales in 2011 have gone up. He
said another growing category is the drugs and misc. retail stores. He said he thinks that the consumer is
a bit turned off with not only dept. stores but also with big box retailers and are going back to the
specialty retail stores and apparel and accessory stores.

Mr. Melaniphy then showed a slide listing the percentage changes annually by individual category, and
it again for accessories and apparel shows 134% increase.

Chairman Carrignan asked if in looking at apparel and accessories and dept. stores, where would
VonMaur or Carson's qualify. Mr. Melaniphy said general merchandise, but that he classifies VonMaur
as a limited line dept. store, but that Carson’s and Kohl’s would be general merchandise.
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Mr. Melaniphy then showed an aerial map of the mall and the areas surrounding. He said the movie
theatre has been generative throughout the whole process, but the problem is there is nowhere for people
seeing a movie to eat before or after a show, they must leave the mall to do so.

He said that the remaining dept. stores, including the former Sears which is now vacant, are smaller than
what is typically seen, and that currently there are 12 occupants left out of 120.

Mr. Melaniphy said there are 600,000 people within 10 miles of the mall, and that average area
household income within the area are over $100,000 and the only competition is Randall Rd. He said
the mall is easily accessible and has good dept. stores, especially a unique store like VonMaur, but lacks
an expressway. He said consumers know where the mall is located but it’s a sad chain of circumstances
that led to this problem.

Mr. Melaniphy then showed a map reflecting 10, 20 and 30 minute driving time to the mall and the
average household incomes for those areas.

Mr. Melaniphy then covered the findings:
e Existing mall ownership has done little.
e New aggressive mall ownership is needed.
e Mall needs major big changes.
e Change the name of the mall.
e Create whole new image.
e Change what the consumer sees.
o Add new players and attractions (possibly a Macys or Bloomingdales-Specialty stores).
¢ Governmental agencies to fill vacant store space.
e Tear down vacant Sears’s space.
e Re-grade site for one or more big boxes.

Mr. Melaniphy then listed the possible players to be contacted: Cabellas, Bass Pro-Shop. Mariano’s.
Woodman's, Plum Markets, DSW Shoes, Burlington Coat Factory, 2 Priced Books, Goodman's, Abt
Electronics, Major Fitness Center,

Mr. Melaniphy said retail would be best for the space but to fill space possibly a University, Trade
Schools or government agencies. He said since the cinema is doing great he recommended some sort of
a restaurant street/park nearby with a possible retention pond with the restaurants around it. He also
recommended some sort of entertainment venue like Dave and Busters or multi-family housing to the
rear of the property.

Chairman Carrignan asked why internet loss wasn't factored into the equation in regard to the loss of
general merchandise sales which pulls from brick and mortar. Mr. Melaniphy said those number are not
in the equation because his numbers are real set retail sales numbers as to what happened and does not
reflect what people did as far as buying on the internet. Chairman Carrignan said he feels that from
2006 onward there has been a significant shift to the internet. Mr. Melaniphy said yes but on the other
hand there was a terrible recession, but that yes internet sales have been growing and pulls from brick
and mortar.
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Chairman Carrignan said he was disappointed because most of the information has already been
discussed and been regurgitated a number of times. He said in regard to competition and as far as
mileage for Stratford and Fox Valley malls being less than 10miles but more than Smiles, they were not
in the report as competition. Mr. Melaniphy said he knows of all the competition but was trying to
minimize the number of slides. Chairman Carrignan said he would rather have really sound information
than minimize the slides because the City is paying a lot of money for this and it is important stuff. He
said everything east of the center of St. Charles and take a 2 4 mile swath on either side of Route 64 to
County Line Rd. including the airport, there’s no people there and there is a major demographic hole to
the south and east. He said again that he is very disappointed in the presentation, but that he felt the
restaurant idea was an ok idea but the rest is just rehashing what’s been discussed the last 5 years. Mr.
Melaniphy said in defense we would be talking about all of the other things because that is what is
addressed when you look at the market for major retail, but that he is sorry to disappoint and that
hopefully their report will not disappoint.

Aldr. Rogina asked why big boxes are being recommended when the chart shows that specialty stores
are tremendously increasing. Mr. Melaniphy said change must be created and putting in big boxes was
Just a generative solution to bring people to the mall.

Aldr. Rogina asked for an example where an educational institution has worked out. Mr. Melaniphy
said Palo Alto, CA, where HP took over a mall and turned it into a headquarters, but that he doesn’t see
that happening here, but that something where a major corporate entity that would take a significant
portion. He also mentioned hospitals and it being an economic benefit,

Aldr. Stellato said in regard to the owners of the mall that they did not know the area well, and when
they picked the site by demographics and put the 3 mile ring on the site, they picked up Wayne, which is
higher dollar household income, which forced them to pick the current site, and that the mall should
have been put on Randall Rd. in the first place. He said we may be trying to fix something that has been
broken for 20 years, but he is not sure anyone will look to buy the mall with the economy the way it is
and maybe the answer is to re-grade the entire site and start over.

Mr. Melaniphy said they did look at that option. but he’s not sure what to do with it from there, but he
sees usable space that needs to be fixed and needs change. Aldr. Stellato said that from the beginning
the City requested that the carousel be facing Main St. so the lights would be visible. He asked Mr.
Melaniphy if he thought realistically, a bank today would give out a loan on that site to build an
enclosed mall. Mr. Melaniphy said it depends on what it is, and that they thought about opening up the
mall, but that the mall is very bright and he feels has reuse. Aldr. Stellato said he is leaning toward the
recommendation of regrading it and a short term goal to fill the Sear’s spot, but that it’s a tough order to
fill the other 100 something stores that are vacant, and he feels the City needs to start looking at the site
as a blank piece of paper. Mr. Melaniphy said but you want revenue and the way to get that is through
retail because they pay sales and property taxes. He said step #1 is to make it relative to retail so it’s
viable to those taxes.

Aldr. Martin said he has not learned anything he did not know already and he is disappointed with the
results of the study and that he was hoping to hear that the recommendation was to blow the place up so
there was a place to start from.
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Aldr. Turner said he doesn’t feel the density is there and the site should be looked at as a blank piece of
paper, as if the mall is not even there. He said the people do not want the density even in the 10 mile
radius and what is being proposed will not work here.

Aldr. Stellato said if at one point someone wants to put a big box here, they will have to come before
Committee and decide if we want our political future on the line to help out one big box for the entire
mall and if it would make a difference. and that he doesn’t feel it would. He said one store will only be
a band aid, but if someone comes in and wants help with a really different idea, that would be easier for
him to accept and as tax payers and elected officials it would really need to be something stupendous.
Mr. Melaniphy said he did not mean just one big box by themselves, but a program to improve the entire
site of which they would be part of.

Chairman Carrignan said they are passionate about this, and it is on the radar as far as the welfare of the
City and it needs to be worked on harder to decide what will be done.

Aldr. Turner said he is glad the study was done and it reinforced what everyone on the committee
already knew.

Chairman Carrignan asked for clarification on the 2" phase of the project with Houseal Lavigne. Ms.
Tungare said Houseal Lavigne will conduct a public visioning workshop for the east side on
Charlestowne Mall to find out if the intent is for a clean slate or put a band aid on what exists today.
She said this workshop would take place sometime in July.

Chairman Carrignan said a motion was needed to accept the study and asked if the $24,750 included the
Houseal Lavigne portion. Mr. Aiston said the study itself will be a document delivered the first week or
so in July. He said he Mr. Melaniphy heard the Committees comments loud and clear in terms of
analysis and he suspects will be reflected in the final study, but that the Houseal Lavigne is a different
contract all together and that the $24,750 is strictly for the Melaniphy study and the Houseal Lavigne
portion will be $8,500.

Aldr. Rogina asked if the community had been outreached during the Comprehensive Plan meetings in
regard to the east side and has input been received. Ms. Tungare said the upcoming workshop will be
focused on the mall and then Houseal Lavigne will take the work that Melaniphy has done and take that
into consideration and open it up for the visioning workshop.

Aldr. Krieger asked if the Committee wanted to wait until the next item on the Agenda was discussed,
which was also in regard to the mall, before going any further on this item.

Chairman Carrignan said relative to the $24,750 that it was already authorized. Mr. Aiston said correct
that’s under contract with Melaniphy and that there is still a report forthcoming.

Aldr. Rogina asked where the $8,400 is coming from for the Phase 2 portion. Ms. Tungare said that was
not part of the original scope, but that under Community Development the Comprehensive Plan was
budgeted and there was some contingency to adequately cover the cost of the additional visioning
exercise, and it is budgeted and not an add on.

Aldr. Krieger said she thinks she knows how everyone feels about the mall. Aldr. Stellato said the
24,750 has already been spent and he would like to see what the public has to say in an unbiased forum,
he has no problem with it as long as it’s capped at this dollar amount,

Aldr. Rogina said that we cannot do anything until the owner wants to sell it, and he asked if there was
any movement in that direction. Mr. Aiston said it has not been publicly put on the market, and there
has been very limited, if any discussion over the past several months, but there is reason to believe the
owner would sell at a given price, everything is for sale at some juncture. He said it was bought at a
highly discounted price and he doubts they are making any money on it.

Aldr. Turner said he would like to see the Phase 2 go forward, but feels that when asking the
community/anyone for feedback to rephrase the question to “what would you like to see happen at this
site”, instead of “what would you like to see happen to the mall™.

Chairman Carrignan said that he agrees with Aldr. Krieger, that the next item for the East Gateway is
very much part of this discussion. He said he hopes there will be more detail in the study from
Melaniphy.

Aldr. Lewis said she would like to see the study before she accepts it. Chairman Carrignan said that by
contract, Melaniphy will have to deliver the report and even if they do not like the report the City will
still pay for it due to the contract,

Aldr. Turner made a motion to recommend that the City Council accept the results of the Charlestowne
Mall Market Study and authorize staff to proceed with Phase 2 of the project with Houseal Lavigne.
Aldr. Bessner seconded the motion.

Aldr. Martin asked that the motion be broken up into 2 parts.

Aldr. Turner made a motion to recommend that the City Council accept the results of the
Charlestown Mall Market Study. Aldr. Bessner seconded the motion.

Aldr. Turner made a motion to authorize staff to proceed with phase 2 of the project with Houseal
Lavigne in the amount of $8,400.00. Aldr. Bessner seconded the motion.

Aldr. Lewis said this is not being done through the Comprehensive Plan correct. Chairman Carrignan
said no the information gathered will be put into the plan.

b. Presentation of East Gateway Business District Eligibility Study (Ehlers).

Mr. Aiston said that phase 1 has been completed which was a contract for $12,000 for the eligibility
study, the next step is phase 2. He then spoke about the increasing vacancies in the East Gateway
Commercial corridor and the negative impact on the City’s overall sales tax revenue stream which was
exacerbated by the recession that began in late 2007. He said Phase 2 is to prepare a business plan with
the Comprehensive Plan and the possibility of imposing additional sales and hotel tax. He said Phase 3
would deal with drafting ordinances and holding public hearings. He said Phase 2 in no way requires
the City to designate the business district nor require the City to impose any additional taxes affecting
the district if it is so designated. He introduced Nancy Hill.

Nancy Hill-Financial Advisor -Ehlers and Assoc.-550 Warrenville Rd., Lisle- explained the meaning
and intent of a business district. She said it is a finance tool to help local Governments finance
improvements needed for attraction, like building renovation and rehab. She said unlike a TIF district, a
business district can be used for new construction. She said there is anywhere from 5-20 new business
districts created a year. Ms. Hill then showed a map of the study area which runs along east Main St.
and goes from Oak Ave. on the east to 6" Ave on the west and overall runs around 720 acres and 250
parcels of properties/PIN numbers.

Ms. Hill said the objective of their review of the area was to determine the eligibility of the business
district under the business district act and outline potential next steps the City may take should they
choose to move forward enacting a business district in the study area. She said as part of the review
they did a number of thing in terms of methodology with a variety of data inputs including a field survey
of conditions in the area, previously prepare reports, plans and studies, analysis of tax maps, County and
township records and contact with City officials including the Police Dept., Public Works Dept. and
Economic Dev.

Ms. Hill said there are 6 criteria and only one needs to be met but she feels that the City meets all 6.
Ms. Hill then reviewed the definitions, qualifications and the findings for each of the criteria.

o Predominance of defective, non-existent, or inadequate street layout.

o Unsanitary or unsafe condition.

o Deterioration of site improvements.

° Improper subdivision or obsolete platting.

o Existence of conditions which endangers life or property by fire or other causes, or any
combination of those factors.

° Retards the provision of housing accommodations or constitutes an economic or social liability,
and economic underutilization of the area, or a menace to the public health, safety, morals, or
welfare.

Ms. Hill reviewed the table showing the amount of automobile accidents in 2011 and the intersections at
which they took place; she did note that the survey was done before the Route 64 construction.
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Aldr. Rogina asked if the accidents were operator related accidents or the result of inadequate street
layout. Aldr. Krieger noted that Route 64 is currently being completely redone and that this information
will be old come 2013. Ms. Hill said you cannot control operator related accidents or the fact that there
are some issues on east Main St. due to the condition of the property. She said she does not feel that the
number of traffic accidents would qualify for the particular criteria but coupling it with some of the
other conditions she feels it becomes an issue. She gave an example of a condition on the 1400 block of
east Main St. that has a frontage road that ends and goes to nowhere, which is a missed opportunity to
connect to the shopping center to allow some cross access. She also noted issues with poorly laid out
parking lots, numerous conflict points, limited cross access through and between properties.

Ms. Hill reviewed the table showing the EAV history of Study Area and stated that the property values
in EAV are lagging in the last few years and that the impact will start to be seen now. She said the EAV
of the study area is declining at a faster rate than the balance of the City.

Ms. Hill reviews the table showing the EAV history of Charlestowne Mall parcels and said that she
thinks the study area is declining at a faster rate because the EAV of the mall properties have dropped
35% in the last 5 years, in comparison the City has increased about 2%.

Ms. Hill said their findings show that the area does meet the requirements of the Business District Act,
she noted that she doesn’t feel this area is bad or a is not a good place to do business, it just means that
there are conditions in the study area that a business or property owner would have to overcome or
would have some extraordinary expenses to deal with those conditions. She added that she does believe
there is enough eligibility criteria present in the study area that the City could make a finding that the
area would not be anticipated to develop or redevelop solely as a result of private investment.

Ms. Hill said the recommended next step would be to prepare a Business District Plan Document, and
once it is developed then a public meeting could be hosted, which would include a public hearing which
1s required by state statute and once public input is gathered the necessary Ordinances could be adopted
to help encourage development and redevelopment in the study area.

Aldr. Stellato said we already knew the area was blighted but he didn’t think it met all 6 criteria. He
asked if the ultimate goal is to generate revenue from this district for this district only. Do the business
owners, besides a public hearing, have a say so on whether they are in or not. Mr. Aiston said they
cannot individually vote themselves in or out, if they are within the district and the district is designated
and imposes the tax by Ordinance; they will not have an option but to collect it to benefit those
properties strictly within the district. Aldr. Stellato asked if the properties chosen would be at the
discretion of the Council. Mr. Aiston said any or all of the money can be utilized that’s collected within
district and then put into the special fund to benefit properties within the district and can be utilized in
any one place notwithstanding the amount of the tax at that place actually generated in that fund.

Aldr. Stellato said it is similar to a TIF district, and asked what the experience has been when it comes to
the public hearing and having business owners come forward and say if'it’s a good or bad idea. Ms. Hill
said she has experienced both but most recognize that an economic tool needs to be put in place to help
the district otherwise the decline will continue.
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Mr. Aiston noted that this is unlike the TIF district because it is not money that is diverted from other
taxing districts; this money is generated from the consumer and put into a special fund. He noted that if
Council did not want to do the entire 720 acres, one location could be focused in on as long as the
location is contiguous.

Aldr. Payleitner said she appreciates the work done but that it seems like eligibility was being looked for
not determining eligibility. She said she feels a lot of the pictures used as examples for the findings
were farfetched as far as accidents at large intersections and a blighted property that is going be
demolished any day. She said in regard to the area, she would feel better if a specific area were chosen
and she cannot justify one store paying for the entire mall to be fixed up and she is having a hard time
having little businesses pitching in to help their neighbors and she hopes the next step will be
determining the projects. Mr. Aiston said that 1s a valid point, it 1s a large district and they should look
at what is eligible and use the maximum amount of distance to find out it there is eligibility so this can
be done on a case by case basis.

Aldr. Rogina asked what optional benefits may accrue from this and will it be included in the business
plan. Mr. Aiston said the business plan does include a budget which talks about both project cost as
well as revenue.

Aldr. Krieger asked it a small business on the very edge of the district can they opt out before the plan
ever moves forward. Mr. Aiston said they could go to the Council and say they do not want to be part of
the district and as long as they are not skewing the eligibility. and it’s not creating a non-contiguity and
is before the Ordinance is passed. but once vou are in that’s it.

Aldr. Lewis said we are spending $8,000 for public input. Chairman Carrignan said he believes that is
for the business plan and asked if the date will be used from Houseal Lavigne. Ms. Hill said as part of
the plan and creation they are looking to utilize information from Houseal Lavigne to supplement a lot
of other information for the legal requirements for the Business District Plan as it relates to the City's
Comprehensive Plan. Aldr. Lewis asked if business owners would partake in the Comprehensive Plan
workshops. Chairman Carrignan said there would also be a public hearing involved to put this in place
and the business owners will be notified of that. Ms. Hill noted that they were happy to partner with
Houseal Lavigne for all the input they have been gathering as part of their public process that could be
utilized for a seamless transition.

Aldr. Lewis said she was concerned about the comment made in regard to even though there is
negativity, it needs to be disregarded and move forward. Ms. Hill said what she means is there are
conditions in the study area that would cause a property owner or a developer to have some
extraordinary expenses that would prohibit the area from being the economic engine that the City needs
it to be.

Chairman Carrignan said relative to the tax and how it impacts the auto business, the City has not seen
anything from new cars, but we would from the service side. Mr. Aiston said that is correct, title
properties cannot be taxed with this tax.

Chairman Carrignan said he is concerned with how far west this will reach due to all the small
businesses it will impact and that maybe somewhere near Tyler could be the cut off but bring Tin cup
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Pass into it. He said he needs further information to vote for a business tax, and that through a public
hearing he will need to know how this will impact the businesses and the he would vote yes to move this
along to see how this business district will help invest in the community to help the east side.

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to recommend that the City Council accept the results of Phase 1 of
the East Gateway Business District eligibility study and authorize the Director of Economic
Development to execute and agreement with Ehlers to complete phase 2 of the project. Aldr.
Monken seconded the motion.

c. Recommendation to approve Land Purchase and Sale Agreement between City of St. Charles
and Tyler/Production, LLC (1-Acre Property for Stormwater Management).

Aldr. Stellato made a motion to approve the Land Purchase and Sale Agreement between City of
St. Charles and Tyler/Production, LLC (1-Acre Property for Stormwater Management). Motion
was seconded by Aldr. Monken and passed by unanimous vote.

Gene Kalley-510 Long Meadow Circle-asked why the City is buying land from a private owner in order
for the City to fix the drainage when that is presently the private owner’s responsibility to fix that
drainage. Mr. Aiston said this property and the subject drainage that is being referred to is part of the
regulatory floodplain and also a part of the floodway, so it is the responsibility and the authority of the
state of llinois that monitors and regulates the floodplain. He said it is the City's responsibility to
ensure that water flows through floodplain unimpeded and that it does not backup and cause drainage
problems. He said the City has done this all over town because it is making a public improvement that
will benefit a much larger piece of property than the particular 1 acre, it's all part of the flood prone 7"
Ave water shed.

Mr. Kalley said he checked with the City Engineer(s) and was told that with private land, it’s the private
owner who is responsible for the drainage. Aldr. Stellato said this particular property is not causing the
drainage problem and that what is causing the drainage problem is the fact that there 1s not enough
retention in that area. He said both Mr. Monken and himself are Alderman for the ward and he cannot
begin to say what Tyler Rd. looks like when it floods, you can barely move your car up and down Tyler
Rd. He said the thought is that since the 7" Ave creek is flooding, which is east of there, the City needs
to go upstream to buy property and create more retention to hold the water longer wherever they can so
it does not cause problems flooding people’s basements that live further west. Aldr. Stellato explained
that the property 1s not causing the problem and that the City 1s buying the property to prevent the
problem.

Mr. Kalley told Aldr. Stellato that what he explained is at odds with the City Engineer and that he was
told that the fix is to put in an open ditch and not a retention pond. Aldr. Stellato said he felt they were
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talking semantics and that whatever needs to be done to get it fixed should be. Mr. Kalley said he was
told that as of right now the drainage is plugged and is the responsibility of the private owner to fix it.
Aldr. Stellato asked if Mr. Kalley was saying that all the years of flooding was caused by just a clogged
drain. Mr. Kalley said he was not saying that but just repeating what was told to him by the City
Engineer. Aldr. Stellato asked if Mr. Kalley was really trying to say that the City Engineer was saying
that all the years of flooding has been caused by one clogged drain. Mr. Kalley said it means that this
one clogged drain contributes and if the fix is that it needs more retention right now, that the private
owner has the responsibility to put in more. Aldr. Stellato said you cannot go on someone’s private
property and tell them to put in more retention because they have a clogged drain. He told Mr. Kalley
he should check his facts,

Mr. Kalley then started to ask another question in which Aldr. Stellato said to withhold the question,
there is a motion on the floor. The motion was seconded.

Mr. Kalley asked why Mr. Stellato was afraid to have the discussion.

A Motion was made to call the question and vote on Mr. Stellato’s original motion. The motion was
seconded.
