1. Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance 

The meeting was convened by Comm. Ziegler at 7:02pm. 
 

2. Roll Call  
 
3. Introductions of Visitors - Comments and Concerns:  

Dwight and James Sullivan were introduced by Comm. Ziegler. James Sullivan is a Boy Scout (Troop #1) 
working toward his merit badge in Communication. He attended just to observe. He is a student at East 
High School.  Comm. Duerr asked how he chose the Tree Commission meeting. Mr. Sullivan commented 
that our agenda seemed interesting. Dwight Sullivan, also in attendance, is his father. 

 
4. Welcome Raymond Hauser! 

Comm. Ziegler introduced Comm. Hauser to the group. All Commissioners and staff gave a brief 
introduction.  Comm. Hauser provided his background of 38 years in the St. Charles area. He became 
interested in trees and tree care due to personal experiences on his property near North High School. 

 
5. Minutes Review and Approval   

A. Motion to accept and place on file the minutes of the January 9, 2014 Tree Commission meeting.  
Motion by Comm. Duerr, second by Comm. Otto to accept and place on file the minutes. 
 

Voice vote:  unanimous; Nays – None; Absent: Phil Zavitz 
- Motion carried at 7:10 pm. 
 
6. Old Business 

A. Discussion on City Forestry Plan/Ordinance 
Comm. Blaine provided additional verbiage for section 2c. History of St. Charles Trees.  The 
Commissioners reviewed her draft for inclusion into the Plan document. Comm. Ziegler asked to add 
information on the number of City owned trees.  Comm. Otto mentioned the verbiage provided does 
not need a specific segue into the next section as it is self-contained. 
 
Mr. Sullivan asked how many trees make up the entire urban forest population in St. Charles.  Ms. 
Wang commented there are 20,700 documented City owned tree sites. Mr. Adesso stated the City 
owned trees make up approximately 25% of the entire urban forest of St. Charles.  Comm. Duerr 
commented this information was provided by Graf Tree Care. 
 
Mr. Adesso reported the City is working through the budget process for 2014-15.  He has requested 
monetary support for the Tree Commission to hire a consultant to assist in the assembly of the Urban 
Forestry Management Plan.  Currently, he is working through the budget process and expects to have 
more information in the next four to six weeks. Comm. Myers asked if Mr. Adesso has requested to 
add an Arborist position to budgeted staff.  Mr. Adesso stated the City has a Certified Arborist (junior 
level) already on staff and has contracted Arborist consulting services as well.   
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7. New Business 

A. Ordinance Review:  12.20.90 Proposed by Commissioner Duerr 
Comm. Duerr asked if the ordinance proposal would be an area for a consultant to review and 
work towards.  Mr. Adesso asked for input from Commissioners per the January meeting 
discussion. Comm. Duerr included that the Ordinance numbering system of “Chapter 12” is the 
section for Trees and “20.90” is the next logical number to use. He explained the proposed 
ordinance provides a proactive way for the City to review trees in light of work done through the 
EAB program.  His use of “20%” is based on the five sections of the City.  Mr. Adesso 
commented that 20% would be approximately 4,000 trees per year.  In terms of staff manpower, it 
may pose a challenge for the City to inspect 4,000 trees per year independently, without 
contractual assistance. Mr. Adesso stated 20% is not an unreasonable number.  His comment was 
to give perspective on how many trees a review would actually include as the Commissioners 
consider the proposed ordinance addition.  Comm. Ziegler asked what the definition of 
“inspection” refers to.  Comm. Duerr stated the inspection would be a walking inspection to 
review each site. He stated 70-80 trees per day for an assigned staff member would be typical with 
as most sites should be growing properly.  Comm. Ziegler stated this type of inspection could help 
to minimize costs in the future.  Mr. Adesso suggested to revise the fourth sentence of the 
proposed ordinance to read: “…inspections shall be conducted by a qualified arborist, or his 
designee, as assigned by ISA”.  Comm. Duerr stated his intent is to have a responsible staff 
member reporting under the ordinance.  Mr. Adesso added the proposal would be given to a 
consultant in order for them to include the ordinance within the Urban Forestry Management Plan 
and work with City Council to approve the suggested addition to the current ordinance.  Comm. 
Duerr stated the Urban Forestry Management Plan could be an appendix included in the 
ordinance. 
 

B. Update on the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) 
Mr. Adesso updated the Commissioners regarding the “extreme cold effect on EAB” question that 
was asked at the March meeting. Mr. Adesso explained he spoke with a professional at the state 
level and was told there would likely be no effect on the borer this winter.  
 
Mr. Adesso explained he presented to the Government Services Committee two months ago 
regarding the EAB program.  Mr. Adesso expects to continue with the same plan, which is to 
inspect the remaining 425 ash trees in the spring of this year.  A majority of these trees were 
reported to be in good condition last fall after ocular inspection.  The ash trees have been 
identified as having EAB but not a danger to public safety.  The White Ash is especially in good 
condition.  Comm. Blaine asked if the City has had any issues with sycamore trees.  The 
Commissioners discussed sycamore and maple species trunk “splitting” issues that can happen at 
the end of winter. 

 
C. News or Concerns from Public Works 

Comm. Blaine asked about winter plowing efforts. Mr. Adesso reported it has been a long and 
busy winter for the Public Services plowing fleet.  Comm. Duerr asked about the City salt supply.  
Mr. Adesso reported the City currently has salt and has not had to add any sand to salting 
operations this winter. Comm. Ziegler asked if the City is still using a beet preparation for brining 
during ice events.  Mr. Adesso stated the City has been using brine successfully for four years.  He 
stated Public Services have increased brine usage every winter.  He also explained explained the 
optimum temperature to use brine is above 15 degrees.  The further below 15 degrees, the longer it 
takes for salt to melt icing conditions.   
 
The City Administrators office has invited all Commissioners to an Orientation Meeting.  Mrs. 
Wang explained the meetings are information in nature and not mandatory.  Two sessions are 
available:  April 14, 2014 (5pm) at Century Station or June 2, 2014 (5:30pm) at the Municipal 
Center in the Council Chambers.  Please let Mrs. Wang know by April 1, 2014 if you would like 
to attend.  Mr. Adesso explained there will be twelve different Commissions and boards attending 
and there will be a review of the most recent FOIA guidelines.  
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Mr. Adesso let the Commissioners know the Tree City USA application was approved.  St. Charles 
has been a Tree City USA participant for 15 years. 
 

D. Langum Woods Clean Up: None 
 
8. Committee Reports 

A. Education Committee: Comm. Myers has some ideas she is working on.  She is trying to obtain 
more DVD’s for teachers and school libraries.  

B. Publicity Committee: Currently this chair is open. Mrs. Wang explained if any Commissioners 
are interested in taking on Publicity efforts for the Commission please let her know.  This 
committee is responsible for assisting with writing press releases and information for Den articles 
or the City website.  

C. Arbor Day Committee: 
Comm. Ziegler asked to review the Arbor Day Celebration Checklist.  The open action items 
reviewed were: 
Tree of the Year:  Persian Ironwood.  Discussion about the species revealed it is very close to the 
American Ironwood.  The City has eleven ironwood species planted in City right of ways.  Comm. 
Duerr explained it is named for the strength of its wood.  Comm. Grathoff also mentioned it is 
slow growing.  Comm. Ziegler asked to keep the Persian Ironwood as the species to highlight on 
the Arbor Day Invitation. 
Tree Raffle:  Commissioners are still interested in raffling a container tree.  Mrs. Wang will 
contact Pedersen Company for arrangements. 
Perennials:  Comm. Grathoff contacted Midwest Groundcovers for the donation.  He will pick up 
the perennials and deliver them on April 25th.  
Speaker/Topic:  Comm. Otto has been working with Mrs. Tieche at Munhall School.  The teacher 
has two ideas, a play/drama (team of 3 students) and a game show regarding tree facts.  The 
Commissioners unanimously accepted these two activities as the topic of the celebration.  Comm. 
Blaine asked about plans in the event of rain?  Mr. Adesso explained Lincoln Park has a gazebo 
that can be utilized.  In the event of rain, the performance could be performed under the gazebo.  
Comm. Otto asked about microphones or sound system for the students.  Mr. Adesso asked to 
have the teacher notify us of their sound needs and the City will organize with the sound 
consultant.   
Press Release:  Comm. Myers asked if a press release could be sent.  Mrs. Wang notified the 
Commissioners a press release just went out promoting Arbor Day and the Tribute to Trees. 
Comm. Myers asked to have another release sent closer to the event.  Mr. Adesso stated we can 
request the City liaison to reach out to the community through social media as well.  Mrs. Wang 
also has the Arbor Day publicized on the website and in the Den. 
Presentation of Colors:  Comm. Zavitz was not available to comment.  Information regarding 
presentation of colors was given to Mr. Sullivan as he is with Boy Scouts Troop 1.  Mr. Sullivan 
stated Troop 1 was established in 1915. 
Tree Demonstration:  Comm. Grathoff confirmed Chris Scott will perform. 
Musician:  Comm. Myers confirmed Rick Weals will play guitar for the event. 
Tribute to Trees:  It was determined awards will be provided to all participants.  Mr. Adesso 
suggested the Public Services staff can create slivers of tree clippings for the awards.  Comm. 
Blaine called them “tree cookies”.  The Commissioners all welcomed “tree cookies” as the award 
for all participants. 
Stewardship Award:  Comm. Myers explained this award does not have to happen every year.  
Comm. Blaine asked for the criteria for the award.  Comm. Myers explained a person or group that 
has performed above and beyond regarding trees is considered.  The criterion is very broad.  
Nominations were requested.  Comm. Grathoff asked if the City of St. Charles can be nominated. 
Mr. Adesso stated he would need to find out.  The Commissioners discussed the City’s efforts for 
trees.  Comm. Myers asked to have a plaque for the City and modify the verbiage to fit the 
nomination.  She also asked to have the past Mayors invited to the celebration. 
 
Motion to nominate the City of St. Charles for the Stewardship Award at Arbor Day pursuant to 
approval by the City Administrators office.  Motion by Comm. Grathoff, second by Comm. Duerr. 
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Voice vote:  unanimous; Nays – None; Absent: Phil Zavitz 
 - Motion carried at 8:20pm. 

 
District 303 Tree Award:  Comm. Otto stated Munhall School would accept the tree award.  Mrs. 
Wang will contact John Baird to organize the award, Pedersen Company for ordering a White Oak 
and organize planting efforts.  The Commissioners were asked to attend the celebration.  Comm. 
Otto will communicate with Munhall School for organizing the celebration.   
Davis School: Comm. Wilfong has been working with the Principal and Library staff at Davis 
Primary School regarding Arbor Day.  They are willing to have Commissioners come and read 
with the students at holidays.  The Library staff will schedule time during Arbor Day week if any 
Commissioners would like to participate.  Contact Comm. Wilfong directly if interested in 
participating.  Comm. Otto volunteered to participate.

Executive Summary: 

The Jones Law Office was relocated to behind the Dunham Hunt House in 1988.  The structure dates from the 

1840s and was originally located attached to the Minard House at 504 E. Main St. The Supplemental Document 

provided gives a brief history from the St. Charles Historic Museum’s perspective. 

 

The City sold the Dunham Hunt House property in 2013. As a part of the sale contract, the City has the ability to 

remove the Law Office building from the site prior to May 26, 2014. Individuals in the community have 

expressed an interest in having the building relocated to an area that is publicly accessible so that the building 

can be utilized as a historical and educational feature. 

 

The Historic Preservation Commission and resident Pat Pretz discussed potential locations. The first choice was 

Baker Park, located a short distance from the Dunham Hunt House and adjacent to its original location across 5
th
 

Avenue; however, the St. Charles Park District did not support moving the structure to Baker Park. The only 

Park location supported by the District was Primrose Farm.  

 

The discussion then moved to City-owned properties on the east side of the river in and around downtown. Two 

viable locations have been identified: Langum Park (near Rt. 25 and Devereaux Way) and along N. 5
th
 Ave., on 

the west side of the street, north of bridge over the railroad property. The Historic Commission supported either 

location. The 5
th
 Ave. location is in the Historic District and is preferred by Ms. Pretz. 

 

Staff obtained estimated costs to relocate the Jones Law Office to the 5
th
 Ave. site: 

Prep. Building, Remove Porch, Floor, Etc. & Restore Private Property @ DHH $10,000.00 

Contractor Services to Relocate Building (With City Required $5mm Agg.) $20,000.00 

Relocate Overhead Utility Lines (During Building Move – 18 @ $1000.00 ea.) $18,000.00 

Site Work, New Slab, Sidewalks, Access Ramps, Etc. $20,000.00 

Reconstruct Porch, Stairs, Floor, Etc. $5,000.00 

Estimated Total Costs $73,000.00

Minard House

Note: also referred to as Jones House and Farson House 
 
An early settler from Vermont, Ira Minard built this frame house in 1842.  Minard moved to the Fox Valley 
in 1834 and was responsible for building a mill, dry goods store, bank, Fox River dam, and the first bridge 
in the new settlement of what was then called "Charleston." Minard was also a leader in local 
government, helping to organize Kane County in 1836 and serving as an Illinois State Senator in 1862.  

Steven Sandborn Jones bought the Minard House in 1843.  Jones, also a native of Vermont, moved to St. 
Charles in 1838. He is thought to have proposed St. Charles’ name in 1839 after he learned that another 
Illinois town had already chosen the "Charleston" name. He proved instrumental in securing the town's 

charter in 1849.  Jones was the first lawyer in the Fox Valley area. 
He was also a Kane County Judge from 1843-1846.  Jones served 
on the Board of Directors of the Franklin Medical College until it 
disbanded. Jones was involved in local business as well as the 
law, and built the Tremont Hotel in 1850.  Steven Jones was 
murdered in his Chicago law office in 1877.  

 
At one time, Jones’ St. Charles law office was attached to the west 
side of this 504 East Main Street house. The office was moved in 
1988 to its current location behind the Dunham-Hunt House at 302 
Cedar Avenue.  During the Civil War, the Minard House served as 
an army recruiting headquarters.  The small law office building 
served as a holding cell for deserting soldiers. Evidence of the 
soldiers' presence is still apparent in the graffiti they left behind.

Executive Summary: 

 

The City of St. Charles has a long standing lease agreement with the current owner authorizing the City 

to use eleven (11) parking stalls for public parking on a no-fee basis 24 hours per day. The parking lot 

is located at 209 West Main Street (SW corner of Rt. 64 & Rt. 31) as identified on the attached map.  

The City currently pays the owner $750/month and has agreed to maintain the parking stalls in good 

working order including sweeping, snow removal, patching and striping. 

 

The current owners, represented by Russ & Rob Peterson, are asking for a rent increase from the 

current $750/month to $1,000/month. 

 

The Lease Agreement will be in effect for five (5) years.

209 West Main Street Parking Lot 
Lease Agreement 

 
This Lease Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into this ______ day of ____________, 
2014, between the City of St. Charles, Illinois (LESSEE), whose business address is 2 East Main 
Street, St. Charles, IL 60174, and Mr. Russell & Robert Peterson (LESSOR).  
 
1.  By execution of this Agreement and in consideration of the mutual covenants and 
agreements herein stated, LESSOR hereby leases to LESSEE and LESSEE hereby leases from 
LESSOR the following described property (the “Premises”), as well as its adjoining access ways:   
 
The east 33 feet of Lot 3 in Block 44 of the Original Town of St. Charles, in the City of St. Charles, 
Kane County, Illinois.  
PIN – 09-27-364-008 
 
2.  LESSOR represents that he is the sole owner and currently is in title to the property 
described in paragraph 1.  Prior to the effective date of this Agreement, LESSEE has provided 
evidence of title to the LESSOR.   
  
Said Premises is located at 209 West Main Street, St. Charles, Illinois 60174, and is shown on 
Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.   
 
3.  This Agreement shall be effective as of the date set forth above and shall continue in effect 
for a period of five (5) years thereafter.  This Agreement is not subject to automatic renewal.  
 
4.  The provisions of Section 2 notwithstanding, LESSEE shall not utilize the Premises until the 
following items have been submitted and approved by LESSOR:  
 
  a. A copy of this Agreement fully executed by the City of St. Charles; and  
  b. The Certificate of Insurance as described herein.  
 
5.  LESSEE shall be authorized to use the Premises and its adjoining access ways for public 
parking on a no-fee basis 24 hours per day.  During this time it shall be authorized to set time 
limits on public parking and enforce CITY parking ordinances, rules and regulations.   
 
6.  LESSEE shall, at its own cost, provide maintenance, cleaning and repair services for the 
Premises and its adjoining access ways and walkways, including any necessary sweeping and/or 
snow removal.  Such maintenance shall keep the Premises in good working order and be in 
accordance with the LESSEE’S usual and customary standards.  Such maintenance shall include 
necessary pavement patching and repair (limited to $1,000 per patch) mowing, bush and tree 
trimming (adjacent to parking lot frontage) lot lighting, signage, sealing and striping of the 
parkway pavement.  LESSEE shall not be obligated to repave the Premises other than the 
patching and repair referenced in the preceding sentence.  



 

 

Upon termination of this Agreement, all surfacing and other improvements of the premises 
shall become the sole property of LESSOR, free from any claim, lien or encumbrance.  
 
7.  LESSEE may not assign its rights under this Agreement, in whole or in part, nor shall the 
Premises or any part thereof be sublet, nor shall any rights or privileges granted by this 
Agreement be sold, transferred or assigned without first obtaining the written consent of 
LESSOR.  Any sale, transfer, assignment or sublease in violation of this paragraph shall be void 
and, at the option of LESSOR, operate to terminate this Agreement.  
 
8.  LESSEE, at its own expense, shall keep in force during the term of this Agreement insurance 
from an insurance company licensed in the State of Illinois.  A Certificate of Insurance shall 
evidence required insurance, including Comprehensive Liability Insurance with a minimum limit 
of $1,000,000 per occurrence, combined single limit to include:  
 
  a.  Premises – Operations 
  b.  Independent Contractors 
        c.  Products – Completed Operations 
  d.  Broad Form Contractual 
  e.  Personal Injury  
 
Coverage must list LESSOR as an additional insured party and be approved by LESSOR prior to 
the initial use of the Premises.   
 
9.  LESSEE agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless LESSOR and all of his agents and 
employees from any claim, loss, damage, cost, charge, or expense, including attorney’s fees and 
costs, arising from or in connection with: 
 

a.  Any work or thing whatsoever done by LESSEE, or any condition created in or about 
the  Premises by LESSEE during the term of this Agreement.  
b.  Any act, omission, or negligence or intentional tort of LESSEE or any of LESSEE’S 
officers, agents, employees or contractors.  
c.  Any accident, injury or damage whatsoever occurring upon the Premises as a result of 
LESSEE’S use of the Premises.   

 
In the event of joint or concurrent negligence of LESSEE and LESSOR, each shall bear that 
portion of the loss or expense that is share of the joint or concurrent negligence bears to be the 
total negligence (including that of third parties) which caused the personal injury or property 
damage.   
 
The LESSEE’S obligations under this provision for the term of this Lease shall not be limited in 
any way by the LESSEE’S limit of or lack of sufficient insurance protection.  This provision shall 
survive any cancellation, termination or expiration of this Agreement.  
 



 

 

10.  LESSEE agrees to pay LESSOR One Thousand ($1,000) Dollars per month, payable on the 
first day of every month, during the term of this Lease.   
 
11.  LESSEE agrees to maintain updated and accurate accounting records, books, and data 
showing any and all revenue, expenses, and monies for services performed for its activities on 
the Premises.  This information shall be available for review by LESSOR or his designee.   
 
Any gross revenue from parking or other activities on the Premises received by LESSEE shall be 
paid over to LESSOR on a quarterly basis.  For purposes of this Section, the term “revenue” shall 
not include fines or other money received by LESSEE as a result of its enforcement of CITY 
parking ordinances, rules and regulations on the Premises.   
 
12.  This Agreement represents the entire agreement and supersedes any and all prior 
agreements, negotiations or understandings, written or oral relating to the matters set forth 
herein.  
 
13.  All parties agree that if any part, term or provision of this Agreement is held to be illegal, 
unenforceable or in conflict with any applicable federal, state or local law, regulation or code, 
such part shall be severable with the remainder of this Agreement remaining valid and 
enforceable.  
 
14.  No modification, addendums or amendments of any kind may be made to his Agreement 
unless in writing and signed by both parties hereto.  
 
15.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Illinois and venue for any 
litigation related hereto shall be exclusively in the Sixteenth Judicial Circuit, Kane County, 
Illinois.  
 
16.  If either party shall be in default of any of the provisions hereof, the other party may, in 
addition to any other remedy that may be available, terminate this Agreement; provided, 
however, that the non-defaulting party shall first give written notice of such default to the 
other party, who shall have ten (10) days after receipt of such notice to remedy such default.  
Notice of default shall be sent via Certified Mail, return receipt requested, to the respective 
correspondence address listed below.   
 
17.  Recording.  The parties shall record this Lease Agreement or a Memorandum thereof at the 
office of the Kane County Recorder.

Code, is hereby deleted in its entirety and in lieu thereof the following language shall be

 “13.16.190 Net Charges for Property with Buildings Connected to System 

 

All property upon which any building has been or may be hereafter erected having a 

connection with the water system shall pay the following charges: 

 

A. Customer Charge. The following customer charge is for all general service

B. Water Charge. The following water rates apply to all customers: 

 

Base Water Rate – Two dollars and seventy-eight cents ($2.78) per 1000 gallons. 

 

*Excess Seasonal Water Rate – Four dollars and seventy-one cents ($4.71) per 

1000 gallons.  

 

*Excess Seasonal Water Rate applies to water use that is billed to the customer 

starting in the month of June and the next four succeeding months. 
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The excess seasonal water rate applies to water used during the above period 

which is greater than 130 percent of the monthly average of water used during the 

winter quarter and which is greater than 6,500 gallons per month usage. All other 

water is billed at the base rate. New customers who have no history of water 

consumption during the winter quarter will be billed on the basis of actual 

consumption at the base rate until a winter average is determined. 

 

C.  Charge for Use Outside of City Limits.  Any customer connected to the 

system receiving water service at a location outside the corporate limits of the 

City of St Charles shall pay an additional charge of 36% of all charges imposed 

for water service by this section 13.16.190 A. and B. above, unless the customer 

has a water service agreement with the City that was in existence prior to May 6, 

2013 that provides for a different additional charge.”

That Title 13 “Public Utilities”, Section 13.12.830 “Charges for 

Residential Users”, Subsection A, Paragraph 1; Section 13.12.840 “User Charges for 

Metered Water Consumption and Nonresidential Use”, Subsection A, Paragraph 1 and 2; 

and Section 13.12.810 “Surcharge to Industrial Users for Discharge of Compatible 

Pollutants”, Subsection B of the St. Charles Municipal Code, is hereby deleted in its 

entirety and in lieu thereof the following language shall be substituted: 

  

“13.12.830 Charges for Residential Users 
 

A. The residential sewer user charge shall be as follows: 

 

1. The following rate shall be charged for sewer service to all residential 

users of City sewers based upon metered water consumption: fourteen 

dollars and ten cents ($14.10) demand charge per month plus four 

dollars and forty six cents ($4.46) per one thousand gallons of water 

used with a maximum sewer charge not to exceed 130% of a 

residential user’s winter quarter water usage average. The residential 

user’s “winter quarter” water usage shall be defined as the water that is 

billed to the user in the months of January, February, and March. 

When the 130% calculation produces a fractional result, the customer 

maximum will be raised to the next whole number.”

Executive Summary: 

In FY12/13, City staff recommended a $.05/ month increase to the yard waste fee which was accepted 

by City Council and the fee was increased to $3.40/month matching the cost of the leaf/brush pickup 

services provided. In FY 13/14 the yard waste fee was not increased due to a 0% increase in services 

for leaf/brush pick up. 

 

For FY14/15, City staff has worked with Kramer Tree Service to solidify pricing for the coming year.  

Due to the influx of brush and leaf material being picked up, largely from private Ash tree removals, 

cost have increase by 18% to a complete cost of $463,000.   Considering there are currently 9,535 

customers that pay the fee for service on a monthly basis, the revised yard waste fee considered for 

FY14/15 is $4.05/ month. Then the fee will be $4.13/month for FY15/16, $4.21/month for FY16/17, 

$4.30/month for FY17/18 and $4.38/month for FY18/19. 

 

Kramer Tree Service (KTS) has provided the City Brush pick up services for more than 13 years.  City 

staff has negotiated with KTS to provide combined Leaf & Brush services for a term of five (5) years, 

allowing St. Charles to secure pricing that is the lowest cost to the individual user in the Fox Valley.  

The program consists of 7 cycles of brush pick up and 3 cycles of leaf pick, spanning the same 

timeframes that these services have traditionally been provided.

A user fee is hereby imposed upon single family residences or any building that contains 

six or fewer dwelling units, whether they be occupied or not, in the amounts of $4.05 

each month for FY 14/15, $4.13 each month for FY 15/16, $4.21 each month for FY 

16/17, $4.30 each month for FY 17/18 and $4.38 each month for FY 18/19.

Phase 9, 10, 11 and 12 

Projected Service dates: May 2014 through June 2016 (Phase 9 through Phase 12 grant cycle) 

 

 

 THIS AGREEMENT is made this 5 day of May, 2014, by and in between the Association for 

Individual Development (hereinafter referred to as “AID”) and City of St. Charles (hereinafter referred to as 

“City of St. Charles"). 

 

 "WHEREAS, the Regional Transportation Authority, as designated recipient of federal New 

Freedom and JARC funds has agreed to allow AID, as grantee, to apply for certain federal funds for the Ride 

in Kane Program, in accordance with the New Freedom and JARC Program; the Technical Services 

Agreement between RTA and AID;  and the application made to RTA by AID;" 

 

 

 WHEREAS, Ride in Kane Sponsors are Aurora Township, City of Elgin, Elgin Township, 

Association for Individual Development, Senior Services Association, Dundee Township, City of Geneva, 

City of St. Charles, St. Charles Township, City of Batavia, Batavia Township, Village of Gilberts, INC 

Board, Marklund, Village of South Elgin, Blackberry Township, Campton Township, Village of Campton 

Hills, Kaneville Township, Two Rivers Head Start, and Hesed House (collectively referred to as “Ride in 

Kane Sponsors”). 

 

 WHEREAS, Ride in Kane Sponsors requested and AID has agreed to make application to the 

Federal Transit Administration for a Federal Fiscal Years 2014-2016 New Freedom Grant and a Federal 

Fiscal Year 2014-2016 JARC grants in the amount of $1.4 million each year which will fund the federal 

portion of Ride in Kane Service; 

 

 WHEREAS, under the New Freedom and JARC the federal share of eligible capital/mobility 

management and planning costs may not exceed 80 percent of the net cost of the project and the federal share 

of the eligible operating costs may not exceed 50 percent of the net operating costs of the project; 

 

 WHEREAS, Ride in Kane Sponsors agree to fund the local share/non federal portion of the New 

Freedom and JARC grants in the amount of $1.4. 

  

 WHEREAS, City of St. Charles agrees to satisfy a portion of the local share of the eligible mobility 

management costs of the project for its registered riders and a portion of the local share for the eligible 

operating costs of the project at no less than 50 percent of the net cost for its registered riders by committing 

funds in the amount of $82,750 each fiscal year;  

 

 WHEREAS, AID as Grantee of New Freedom and JARC Funding has agreed to enter into an 

Agreement with PACE in order for PACE to provide the services more specifically set forth herein; 

 

 WHEREAS, the Ride in Kane Sponsors agree to comply and cooperate with all applicable 

provisions of the New Freedom and JARC Program Guidance and Application Instructions as set forth in 

Federal Transit Administration Circular C 9045.1 and Circular C 9050.1 which is incorporated by reference 

and made a part of this Agreement as though fully set forth thereto; 

 

 NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises hereinafter set forth, the parties agree 

as follows: 

 

1. Description of Service: The Ride in Kane services are described in Exhibit A attached 



hereto and made a part hereof. PACE shall be responsible for providing all transportation services in 

 connection with the Ride in Kane Program. 

 

2. Service Parameters:  City of St. Charles agrees to ensure that the service parameters for their eligible 

riders in Ride in Kane shall be in compliance with the goals and objectives of the New Freedom and 

JARC grants and FTA C 9045.1 and FTA C 9050.1 which is incorporated by reference and made a 

part of this Agreement as though fully set forth herein. Any change in the service parameters must be 

in compliance with the FTA New Freedom and JARC regulations.  In addition, City of St. Charles 

agrees to comply and cooperate with all applicable provisions of the New Freedom and JARC 

Program Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Statutory References 49 U.S.C. Section 5317 and 49 

U.S.C. Section 5316 that is incorporated by reference and made a part of this Agreement as though 

fully set forth herein. 

 

3. Term: This Agreement shall remain in effect for as long as there are sufficient funds to support the 

service unless either party terminates the agreement pursuant to paragraph 7. 

 

4. Billing:  Pace shall bill monthly, City of St. Charles a portion of the local share of the eligible 

mobility management costs of the project for its registered riders and a portion of the local share for 

the eligible operating costs of the project at no less than 50 percent of the net cost for its registered 

riders; City of St. Charles agrees to make payment to Pace due within thirty days of receipt of billing.

5. Reporting City of St. Charles agrees to provide AID a copy of the monthly invoice for services 

received from Pace along with a copy of proof of payment. 

 

6. Service Provision: Neither Pace nor AID shall be responsible for any failure to provide the Service 

due to circumstances beyond the control of Pace. It shall be the sole responsibility of Pace to make 

every reasonable effort to restore Service as soon as practical under the circumstances. Pace shall 

have the right to make minor revisions to the Service during the term of this Agreement upon written 

notification to and concurrence by AID. AID shall not be held responsible for any failure of PACE to 

provide service due to circumstances beyond the control of AID.  

 

7. Termination:  Either party may terminate this agreement with forty-five (45) days written notice. 

However, outstanding payments due and owing shall survive termination of the agreement. 

 

8. Complete Agreement: This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties hereto. 

Any proposed change to this Agreement shall be submitted to AID for its prior approval. No 

modification, addition or deletion to this Agreement shall be effective unless and until such changes 

are reduced to writing and executed by the authorized officers of each party.

REPORT(S) DESCRIPTION 
 

The following is a list and brief description of each category of reports which have been designed and are 

being produced to generate data for the Ride in Kane project. 

 

1. Detailed Funding Source (Sponsor) Report 

The intent of this report is to produce a detailed listing of one-way trips delivered for each Ride in 

Kane funding sources (sponsor) for a user specified period of time. The normal report period 

would be monthly, but the report is intended to have the flexibility to produce data for shorter or 

longer periods as specified by the user. 

 

The report is intended to match the design and content, as closely as possible, of the Detailed 

Provider Report. Data provided for each trip will include associated trip data such as rider name, 

scheduled pick-up time, actual pick-up time, point of origin address, destination address, funding 

sources (sponsors), total cost of the trip, fare for the trip, distance of the trip, revenue hours (if 

applicable). The exact content of the report in its final form may vary depending on the feasibility 

of including the large amount of data specified in one report. It is possible that the report may be 

broken into one or more additional reports to make the data more manageable for the user. 

 

Plans call for the report to be sorted by provider, funding source, rider, and fare type. 

 

2. Monthly Source (Sponsor) Invoice Report 

The intent of this report is to produce one or more summary reports of trips delivered for each 

funding sources (sponsor) for the purposes of generating an invoice type report which may be used 

to bill funding sources for transportation provided. The normal report period would be monthly, 

but the report is intended to have the flexibility to produce data for shorter or longer periods 

specified by the user. 

 

Data provided for each trip will include associated trip data necessary to provide an accounting of 

the amount owed by each funding source for the specified period, such as the number of one-way 

trips by Fare Type, total cost of the trips, total expected fare, liquidated damages deducted, the 

total net reimbursement. The exact content of the port in its final form may vary depending on 

Pace and provider needs. The report may be broken into one or more additional reports if that 

design is more useful. 

 

Plans call for the report to be sorted by provider, funding source, fare type, and rider. 

 

3. Missed Trip Report 

The Missed Trip Report is intended to produce a list of all trips picked up 61 or more minutes after 

the scheduled time; the Ride in Kane service guideline defining a missed trip.  Sufficient detail 

will be provided to identify the trip within Trapeze and to give the report user the necessary 

information for review. 

 

4. On-Time Performance Report 

The On-Time Performance Report (late pickups) is intended to produce a list of all trips picked up 

16 or more minutes late, the Ride in Kane service guideline defining a late trip. Sufficient detail 

will be provided to identify the trip within Trapeze and to give the report user the necessary 

information for review. 



5. Other Reports 

In addition to the reports described above, reports currently generated can also be made available. 

Reports currently available include: 

 

Ridership by Category Report – A summary report by funding source indicating trips by fare 

type, late trips, missed trips, revenue hours, denials, and miles. 

 

Client Trip List Report - A detailed listing alphabetically by rider last name of all trips provided 

during the specified period. Data included for each trip is rider name, pick-up address, drop-off 

address, fare type, and funding sources. 

 

Customer Feedback Report – A summary of issues reported by consumers including sponsor, 

provider, issue, status.  

 

Ride in Kane Comparison - A summary comparing prior two years data including trip count, 

registrations, gross cost per trip average, sponsor cost per trip average, trip mileage, and ADA 

trips. 

 

Future Needs – Additionally reports may be designed as needed by Pace, Ride in Kane Sponsors, and 

with the input of the Kane County Paratransit Coordinating Council.

Executive Summary: 

 

The City owns and maintains sixteen sanitary sewer lift stations throughout the City.  The Royal Fox I 

Lift Station is located on Dunham Road and Royal Fox Drive. It is approximately twenty-five (25) 

years old.  It is what is commonly referred to as a “can” system which means the pumps are submersed 

in a wet well made out of a circular steel structure in the ground to a depth of thirty feet. 

 

Due to its age, a conditions assessment was performed in the summer of 2012 on the station. The 

assessment identified a number of deficiencies such as corrosion of the structure, hatches, valves and 

fittings. Also, the control system is beyond its service life and is being maintained by components that 

are hard to obtain.  The station should also be upgraded to connect with the utility’s SCADA 

(Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition) to improve communication with updated technology.   

 

The assessment included an estimated cost of $550,000 for replacement, rehabilitation of the current 

structures, equipment, site accessibility and safety. The budgeted amount for this project is 

$550,000.00.  As noted in the attachment four bids were received.  Staff is recommending the low bid 

be awarded to Marc Kresmery Construction including the alternates.  This total amount is well below 

the estimated costs.

In October 2013 the Committee approved a cost of $150,000 for emergency repairs for the anaerobic 

digesters at the Eastside Wastewater Treatment Plant. The anaerobic digesters are an essential part of 

the wastewater process related to meeting regulatory requirements and keeping the plant in operation.  

 

During the last few months the south digester was put back in service and repairs continued on the 

north digester. During this time, unanticipated repairs and costs were incurred with the north digester.     

In addition the disposal of the sludge from the process was more than anticipated since this sludge has 

to be disposed of in a landfill and not land applied which is the normal and more cost effective method.

Fox Valley District Camporee at Langum Park 2014 
Facility Usage Plan – September 26-28, 2014 

 
This plan narrative is intended to generally describe the usage plan for the Langum Park property. 
 
The southwestern portion of the park, with mowed lawn under the scattered trees, would be used 
for the Troop camping area.   Each Boy Scout Troop would be assigned a space within this area to 
pitch their tents for sleeping, dining flys for eating as a Troop, and doing their cooking over charcoal 
or propane.    We may need to provide water and restroom facilities for this area. 
 
The northwestern portion of the park, which is open and mowed, would be used for the daytime 
activities.   In particular, this is where troops would work on pioneering projects including rope 
bridges.    We would allocate space for various activities as the planned process fleshes out the 
details, and work around the small detention basin. 
 
The sloped are that is used for sledding in the winter would be used as a natural amphitheatre with 
participants sitting on that hill facing west.   Campfires would be set up in off-the-ground burn 
barrels at the base of the hill for evening programs on Friday and Saturday.    
 
The parking spaces along Devereaux Way would be used for the Troop equipment trailers and pull 
vehicles to enable Troops to have their gear parked closest to their camp sites.   The parking spaces 
in the main parking lot by the athletic fields off of 7th Avenue would be used for participant parking.  
Overflow parking would utilize street parking in locations suggested by the City of St Charles as 
needed.   We will strongly encourage car pooling by the Troops.   If there are areas where grass 
parking would be acceptable, that may be a good alternative to street parking for the overflow, and 
would allow us better control of parking.   We would assign volunteer staff with safety vests to help 
manage all parking. 
 
We will work with the City of St Charles and the St Charles Park District staff to determine the exact 
nature of the service project to be conducted on Saturday.    At this point, one possibility is to 
perform a litter/trash clean up, trail rehabilitation, and possibly invasive brush cutting in the natural 
oak woodland on the southeast part of the park adjacent to Public Works.
